International law serves
the international community; international law is about the relations between independent states. It treats them
as equals, whatever their population, wealth and power. International law aims at stability in international life
and the encouragement of trade and other contacts between states.

Certain courts also
have indirect impact, including the International Court of Justice. Domestic courts in various nations at times
also engage in the articulation of international law.
