Swedish fictional detectives like Wallander and Libeth Salander are famous - worldwide. But
recently real-life Swedish police were completely puzzled by a mysterious crime. Somebody was
stealing expensive designer shoes from shoe shops in Sweden- but not pairs of shoes, only the
left shoes, the ones which were on display. The first robbery took place in a shopping mall in
Malmo, Sweden's third-large city. Staff at a shoe shop saw two men stealing at their boutique.
They escaped with left shoes which- if paired with the right shoes - are worth £900.

In the end it was shop assistants who pointed the police in the right direction- to Denmark, where
shop - traditionally display the right shoe in their shop window. "We noticed that left shoes are
disappearing in the past, but we never caught the thieves," said a shop assistant.

" Since we know that Danish stores display the right shoes, we thought that the matching shoes
are probably disappearing as well in stores in Denmark ." Malmo, home to 125 shoe shops, is
only a 30-minute train ride away from Copenhagen, which has over a hundred shops, and many
brands are sold in both cities.

Yesterday police finally announced that they had arrested the men responsible for the robberies.
But Ms Johansson, a shoe shop owner, fears that shoe shop robberies will continue and says.

"Shoes are attractive to steal- they are easy to move and easy to sell and they have become very
expensive lately. Also many stores have cut the number of shop assistants they employ." Police
in Malmo have thought of asking Danish shoe shops to also display the left shoe. But this won't
work. All the thieve will have to do is move to Germany - where they also display the right shoe

Costas Karageorghis. a sports psychologist at Brunei University in the UK. calls music 'sport’s
legal drug'. He says that exercising with music can improve athletic performance by 15%. The
music must be carefully chosen so that the tempo or 'beat’ is synchronised with the exercise you
are doing. According to Professor Karageorghis. music also makes you feel less pain and makes
an exercise session less boring and more enjoyable.

The UK's biggest gym chain. Fitness First. recognises the importance of music to workouts and
plays music in all its clubs.

The most popular song for male gym members is Survivor's Eye of the Tiger. while women love
Abba's Dancing Queen.

Music works well with weightlifting and other repetitive actions, but it can also help with
running. The best example of this is Haile Gebreselassie. perhaps the world's greatest distance
runner. who used the techno-pop song Scatman as a metronome when he broke the world
2,000m record . But if music was so important to Gebreselassie why do other top runners never
race with headphones?

Karageorghis says 'Research has shown that for most top athletes music is less effective. Elite
athletes focus more on their bodies and less on outside stimuli like music.' So although

music can help amateur runners run faster and further. Most top athletes prefer silence.

I decided to try running with music myself. | was going to run a half marathon and a sports
doctor gave me the perfect playlist of songs for running. When | did the race. | found that some
of the tracks like Von Kleet's Walking on Me made running easier.

Others made me want to throw away the mp3 player. When | crossed the line. | had beaten my
previous personal best by one minute. but was it because of the music? To be honest. I felt it was
probably because of the extra training.

JK3aMeHANUOHBbIH Bonpoc 1 (YTeHne U nepeBoj TEKCTA)

The United States sets aside a number of days each year to commemorate events, people or public
occasions. These days are called holidays. Technically, the United States does not celebrate
national holidays, but Congress has designated 10 "legal public holidays," during which most
federal institutions are closed and most federal employees do not work. Since 1971, a number of
these have been fixed on Mondays, so as to afford workers a long holiday weekend

Seven of the federal legal holidays — New Year’s Day; Washington’s Birthday/ Presidents’ Day;
Memorial Day; Independence Day; Labor Day; Thanksgiving and Christmas — are observed
nearly universally throughout the public and private sectors They are considered to be American
favorite holidays.

New Year’s Day (January 1) — Americans celebrate the beginning of a new year at home, with
friends, and in gatherings from the Tournament of Roses Parade in California to the giant gathering
in New York’s Times Square.

Washington’s Birthday (third Monday in February) — The birthday of George Washington,
the first president of the United States, has been a legal holiday since 1885. A number of states
also celebrated the February 1 — the birthday of Abraham Lincoln, the 16th president. Some
legislators advocated combining the two events into a single holiday. Many Americans now call
the holiday "Presidents’ Day," to honor both Washington and Lincoln or all presidents.

Memorial Day (last Monday in May) — This holiday honors the lives lost in every war conflict.
The Uniform Holidays Act established a federal legal holiday, fixed on a Monday, beginning in
1971. All 50 states observe the holiday

Independence Day (July 4) — The Independence Day holiday commemorates the adoption of
the Declaration of Independence by the Second Continental Congress on July 4, 1776.

Labor Day (first Monday in September) — the Labor Day holiday commemorates the
contributions of working men and women. For many Americans the holiday demarks the unofficial
end of summer and beginning of the school year.

Thanksgiving Day (fourth Thursday in November) — A variant of the harvest festivals
celebrated, this holiday is on the fourth Thursday is November. Thanksgiving is typically
celebrated at home. It remains the occasion for a large and festive meal, and for expressing thanks,
for that bounty.

Christmas Day (December 25) — Most Protestants and Roman Catholics and some Orthodox
Christians celebrate the birth of Jesus on December 25. Christmas is celebrated at home, with the
decoration and display of evergreen Christmas Trees, and with families and children exchanging
gifts and cards.



JK3aMeHAIIMOHHBI BONPoC 2. (mepecKa3 TeKCTa)

The year of 1998 was announced by UNESCO the Year of Pushkin. In this way the mankind paid
tribute to the genius of the Russian literature in commemoration of his 200th anniversary, which
was celebrated world wide in June 1999.

A. Pushkin was a Russian poet, novelist, dramatist, and short-story writer. He is considered his
country’s greatest poet and the founder of modern Russian literature. He is the author of «Yevgeny
Oneginy, «little Tragedies», «The Queen of Spades», «Boris Godunov» and wonderful verses and
fairy tales.

We have grown up with his learned cat, who walked round and round the oak-tree, singing songs
as he circled right, and telling tales as he circled left. We were fond of his exiled Prince, who was
turned into a bumble-bee so that he could fly to his father’s court and sting his wicked aunt on the
nose. Later we experienced Onegin’s boredom, Tatiana’s unrequited love, Godunov’s uneasy
conscience, Herman’s tension at the gaming table, Saliere’s jealousy of Mozart, and heard the dead
steps of the Stone Guest and the thundering hooves of the Bronze Horseman.

His life was no less exciting than his works. He was born in Moscow on the 6th of June 1799. His
father came of an old boyar family. His mother was a granddaughter of Abram Hannibal, who,
according to family tradition, was an Abyssinian princeling bought as a slave at Constantinople
(Istanbul) and adopted by Peter the Great and became his comrade in arms. Pushkin immortalized
him in an unfinished historical novel, Arap Petra Velikogo (The Negro of Peter the Great). Like
many aristocratic families in early 19th century Russia, Pushkin’s parents adopted French culture.
Alexander and his brother and sister learned to talk and to read in French. The children were left
much to the care of their maternal grandmother, who told Alexander stories of his ancestors in
Russian. From his old nurse Arina Rodionovna Yakovleva, a freed serf, he heard Russian folktales.
During summers at his grandmother’s estate near Moscow he talked to the peasants and spent
hours alone, living in the dream world of an imaginative child. He read a lot and gained stimulus
from the literary guests who came to the house.

In 1811 Pushkin entered the newly founded Imperial Lyceum at Tsarskoye Selo and there began
his literary career. Here he wrote a number of verses following the style of the Romantic poets.

While at the Lyceum Pushkin also began his first completed major work, the romantic poem
Ruslan i Lyudmila with an old Russian setting and making use of Russian folklore. It brought
Pushkin fame, and Zhukovsky presented his portrait to the poet with the inscription «To the
victorious pupil from the defeated master».
In 1817 Pushkin accepted a post in the foreign office at St. Petersburg. He joined the Green Lamp
association founded for discussion of literature and history but in reality a branch of a secret
society, the Union of Welfare. In his political verses and epigrams he made himself the spokesman
for the ideas and aspirations of the participants of the Decembrist rising of 1825. For these political
poems, Pushkin was banished from St. Petersburg to a remote southern province.

He travelled in the Caucasus, the Crimea and gained the impressions for his «southern cycle» of
romantic narrative poems: «Kavkazsky plennik» (The Prisoner of the Caucasus), «Bratya
razboyniki» (The Robber Brothers), and «Bakhchisaraysky fontan» (The Fountain of
Bakhchisaray).

In 1823 he started work on his central masterpiece, the novel in verse «Yevgeny Onegin» (1833).

From 1820 to 1824 he stayed in Kishinyov and Odessa. He led the life of a society, fought several
duels, and was discharged and exiled to Mikhaylovskoye, near Pskov.



Although the two years at Mikhaylovskoye were unhappy for Pushkin, they were one of his most
productive periods. Alone and isolated, he wrote «Tsygany» (The Gypsies), «Yevgeny Oneginy,
the poem «Graf Nulin» (Count Nulin), the historical tragedy «Boris Godunovy.

Another extremely productive period is connected with Boldino, a family’s estate near Nizhny
Novgorod. There he wrote the so-called «Little Tragedies» — «Skupoy rytsar» (The Covetous
Knight), «Motsart i Salyeri» (Mozart and Salieri), «Kamenny gost» (The Stone Guest), and «Pir
vo vremya chumy» (Feast in Time of the Plague) and the famous short story «Pikovaya Damay
(The Queen of Spades).

Eventually, he was allowed to return to St. Petersburg. Soon marriage to one of the leading beauties
of the society brought its problems. Pushkin was mortally wounded defending his wife’s honour
in a duel. And died on February 10, 1837.

Scientists in Japan now have permission to treat people who have heart disease with cells
produced by a revolutionary reprogramming technique. The study is only the second clinical
application of induced pluripotent stem (iPS) cells. These are created by inducing the cells of
body tissues such as skin and blood to revert to an embryonic-like state, from which they can
develop into other cell types.

On 16 May, Japan’s health ministry gave doctors the green light to take wafer-thin sheets of
tissue derived from iPS cells and graft them onto diseased human hearts. The team, led by
cardiac surgeon Yoshiki Sawa at Osaka University, says that the tissue sheets can help to
regenerate the organ’s muscle when it becomes damaged, a symptom of heart disease that can be
caused by a build-up of plaque or by a heart attack.



“It will excite worldwide attention, as many groups are working in the same direction,” says
Thomas Eschenhagen, a pharmacologist at the University of Hamburg in Germany and chair of
the German Centre for Cardiovascular Research.

The treatment will initially be given to three people over the next year. The team will then seek
approval to conduct a clinical trial in around ten patients. If it proves safe, the treatment could
then be sold commercially under Japan’s fast-track system for regenerative medicine.

The system, introduced in 2014, aims to speed the availability of potentially life-saving
procedures. But critics say the system is flawed because it allows treatments to be sold to
patients before sufficient data have been collected showing that the procedures work.

Mending broken hearts

In their technique, Sawa and his colleagues use iPS cells to create a sheet of 100 million heart-
muscle cells. From studies in pigs, the team has shown that grafting these sheets of cells — each
0.1 millimetres thick and 4 centimetres long — onto a heart can improve the organ’s function.
Sawa says that the cells do not seem to integrate into the heart tissue. He thinks that instead they
release growth factors that help to regenerate the damaged muscle.Scientists say one advantage
of the sheets is that they create their own cellular matrix, and can maintain their structure without
the need for scaffolding made from foreign materials, a feature of some other engineered tissues.

“It is a very elegant and clever way to deliver cells,” says Philippe Menasché, a cardiac surgeon
at the Georges Pompidou European Hospital in Paris, who has also experimented with making
tissue sheets.

Pharmacologist Wolfram-Hubertus Zimmermann at the University Medical Centre Gottingen in
Germany, who is also developing an iPS treatment for heart disease, says that the latest trial is
based on work conducted by Sawa and other colleagues in Japan over the past 15 years.

Once Sawa’s team has treated its three patients, it will apply to conduct a clinical trial involving
a further seven to ten people. If the treatment proves to be safe, and shows some signs of
working, it can be approved for sale under the accelerated system. This allows researchers to
bypass expensive large-scale clinical trials aimed at proving efficacy, and instead to use small
pilot trials to show that the therapy is safe and demonstrates an indication of efficacy.
