Machine learning

What is machine learning? We can think of machine learning as a series of algorithms that
analyze data, learn from it and make informed decisions based on those learned insights. Machine
learning can lead to a variety of automated tasks. It affects virtually every industry — from IT
security malware search, to weather forecasting, to stockbrokers looking for optimal trades.
Machine learning requires complex math and a lot of coding to achieve the desired functions and
results. Machine learning also incorporates classical algorithms for various kinds of tasks such as
clustering, regression or classification. We have to train these algorithms on large amounts of data.
The more data you provide for your algorithm, the better your model gets.

Machine learning is a relatively old field and incorporates methods and algorithms that have
been around for dozens of years. These classic algorithms include the Naive Bayes Classifier and
the Support Vector Machines, both of which are often used in data classification. In addition to
classification, there are also cluster analysis algorithms such as the K-Means and tree-based
clustering. To reduce the dimensionality of data and gain more insight into its nature, machine
learning uses methods such as principal component analysis and tSNE.

The training component of a machine learning model means the model tries to optimize
along a certain dimension. In other words, machine learning models try to minimize the error
between their predictions and the actual ground truth values.

For this we must define a so-called error function because the model has an objective. This
objective could be to classify data into different categories (e.g. cat and dog pictures) or predict
the expected price of a stock in the near future.

In the early 1980s, F.W. Lancaster predicted a paperless society. We are not quite there yet
and many not be for many years to come. There are some instances where paper is still the
preferred format. Even though we have e-books, people still prefer to hold an actual paper book in
their hand. There are situations, however, that going digital makes sense. Classroom and school
administrative management is a perfect example. If your school has information technology
infrastructure (wired and/or wireless), it is easy to implement cloud computing. And, the
advantages of cloud computing far outweigh any disadvantages.

From the administrative perspective:

. Staff and teacher time spent printing, filing, and distributing can be better used on more
educationally-directed activities that impact student learning.
. Cost savings in terms of buying, leasing, and maintaining photocopiers and printers, ink
cartridges, and paper.
. Return-on-investment by not needing to invest in purchasing, housing, and maintaining
servers, software, and related IT items, such as thumb drives, and CD-ROMs.
. Greater efficiencies as teachers and staff can easily access documentation anytime,
anywhere without needing to rely on someone being at their desk to sign-out a paper file.
. Streamlined workflow: Workflow can be tracked using various analytical tools to see how
often files are accessed, busiest times of the day and days of the week, etc.
. Short learning curve: It does not take long — a few hours (if that) — to learn how to manage
digital documents in the cloud.

The Big Leap

Going from paper to digital requires a big leap of faith. We want to hold onto that paper item
because we can feel, see, and touch it — something not available with a digital object. However,
think of it this way. Let’s say you store your documents in the cloud and back it up in paper format.



Along comes a major hurricane and wipes out the paper, yet the digital items are safe and sound
and easily accessible because they are stored in a secure environment. No need to worry about
having to try and replicate all those paper documents — a task that would literally be impossible to
accomplish.

I share these insights with you not to promulgate a 100% digital environment. Like thousands
of others, I still enjoy reading hard and soft cover books. During another part of my career | was
able to let go of that venerable library card catalog — but not until the technology proved to be
stable and reliable. We are at the time, now, where cloud computing is stable and reliable —
providing us with opportunities to implement new ways of collaboration and learning — while
letting go of our educational paper archives.

By 2025, we should end up with 2 million new jobs.

Will the low-skilled jobs disappear first?

I’ve been asking this question many times. The answer is not so obvious. Most certainly, the
“white-collar workers” will be the first to be replaced: accountants, legal experts, secretaries, etc.
Artificial intelligence can easily perform their tasks, faster and more efficiently. This is a
productivity gain (in terms of working hours) and a financial one (salaries of qualified employees,
social security charges etc.)

The investment in Al’s services will be quickly profitable. In new technologies, the cost
always drops after a while. As a second step, this reservoir of productivity and capital will be used
to replace the low-skilled workforce, in other words, the least expensive for employers.

What if automation made our tasks more human?

Let’s right away put a cat among the pigeons of unionism: how many of these “manpower”
positions are dehumanizing, precisely?

The industrial revolution was built on the use of men as if they were robots

Workers are assigned purely mechanical and repetitive tasks, without reflection, and their
bodies (arms, hands etc.) are used as disposable tools. The impact on physical and mental health
at work is well known. Recently, the most shocking example is Foxconn’s regular suicides scandal.
A former employee explains: “I take a circuit board on the chain, I scan the logo, put the circuit
board in an antistatic bag, stick a label on it and put it on the chain. Each step takes two seconds,
I do five operations in ten seconds. Foxconn engineers are constantly rationalizing ... down to the
smallest gestures of employees. “(In “La machine est ton seigneur et maitre” ed. Agone)

Humans are not made for that.

What if the massive robotization of factories was a way to bring back robots and men in their
righteous place?

It replaced also preserve the bodies on dangerous tasks, avoiding work accidents that ruin
human lives (and induce social security costs, by the way.)
