CHILD PSYCHOLOGY DETERMINES TEACHING METHODS

A knowledge of the child is the most fundamental and important of the teacher's preparation.
Many teachers with thorough knowledge of their subjects fail because they do not understand the
boys and girls who are to be taught. Many assume that children are like plastic clay and can be
mouldedat the will of the teacher. Any observing parent or any intelligent teacher of experience
knows better. Boys and girls are not passive lumps of clay; they are living, pulsating, developing,
mysterious beings who must be studied and understood before they can be taught in the true
sense.

We have come to realize that the most difficult factor in education to understand is the mind of
the child to be taught. A knowledge of children's minds and the way they work is certain to
convince one that in order to teach efficiently we must get the child's point of view. Many well-
conceived aims in education do not bear fruit, simply because the teacher does not understand
the workings of children's minds. The teaching is done in terms of adult thinking and means
nothing to the child. The 'child's mind understands concrete things rather than abstractions. We
must appeal to the child through his everyday experiences and on the plane of his stage of
development. Instead of beginning with definitions, abstract principles and laws, the meanings of
the things should first be made clear. Otherwise the statements are empty words. Every concept
should have its concrete examples to which the mind can turn for illustrations at any time.
Instruction of children should begin with experiences personally familiar to the particular
children, and make the teaching radiate from those. The teacher's knowledge should be broad
and thorough that if the pupils cannot understand one illustration, others can be given
immediately. In addition to the knowledge of formal subjects the teacher should know their
relation to the life outside the classroom, so the pupils must see the significance of the things
they do at school.



Psychology
Psychology is a necessary and widespread science today which helps many people. It deals with
our everyday problems, helps to solve communicational problems and understand other people’s
needs. We socialize all the time, even when we keep quiet there is something that we want to
say. Studying human psychology makes it easy to see many things. Everyone at least once has
been in a situation when he didn’t know how to behave. Psychology is designed namely for
understanding human behavior. We can point out verbal and non-verbal contact.
Verbal type is easier to define, as it’s connected with what people directly tell us. Non-verbal
type is much more difficult to lead though. It’s connected with body language, with our
unconscious emotions and reactions. Body language is rather important in everyday life. Here
are some examples of body language. When a person tends to cover his mouth with a hand while
speaking, it means he hides something or tries to lie. When a person strokes his chin, it might
mean that he is in deep thoughts. Crossed arms may indicate a lack of trust or anxiety.
Sometimes it indicates that a person wants to be left alone. Tight-lipped people with their hands
on hips look threatening. Running fingers through the hair mean a person is unsure. Of course,
it’s not the whole list of gestures. There are many other body signs which tell us about
someone’s mood or attitude. In my opinion, only professional psychologists can see the whole
picture. However, if we all knew at least some basics of such language, we would understand the
situation easier and we would know how to behave in each case.
