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Private property rights are very important in capitalism. Most modern concepts of
private property stem from John Locke's theory of homesteading, in which human beings
claim ownership through mixing their labor with unclaimed resources. Once owned, the only
legitimate means of transferring property are through trade, gifts, inheritance or wages.

Private property promotes efficiency by giving the owner of resources an incentive to
maximize its value. The more valuable a resource, the more trading power it provides the
owner. In a capitalist system, the person who owns property is entitled to any value associated
with the property.

When property is not privately owned, but shared by the public, a market failure can
emerge, known as the tragedy of the commons. The fruit of any labor performed with a public
asset does not belong to the laborer, but is diffused among many people. There is a disconnect
between labor and value, creating a disincentive to increase value or production. People are
incentivized to wait for someone else to do the hard work and then swoop in to reap the
benefits without much personal expense.

For individuals or businesses to deploy their capital goods confidently, a system must
exist that protects their legal right to own or transfer private property. To facilitate and enforce

private property rights, capitalist societies tend to rely on contracts, fair dealing and tort law.

Capitalist economies (also known as free-market or market economies) and socialist
economies differ by their logical underpinnings, stated or implied objectives, and structures
of ownership and production. Socialists and free-market economists tend to agree on
fundamental economics — the supply and demand framework, for instance — while
disagreeing about its proper adaptation. Several philosophical questions also lie at the heart
of the debate between socialism and capitalism: What is the role of government? What
constitutes a human right? What roles should equality and justice play in a society?

Functionally, socialism and free-market capitalism can be divided on property rights

and control of production. In a capitalist economy, private individuals and enterprises own
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the means of production and the right to profit from them; private property rights are taken
very seriously and apply to nearly everything. In a socialist economy, the government owns
and controls the means of production; personal property is sometimes allowed, but only in
the form of consumer goods.

In a socialist economy, public officials control producers, consumers, savers,
borrowers and investors by taking over and regulating trade, the flow of capital and other
resources. In a free-market economy, trade is conducted on a voluntary, or nonregulated,
basis.

Market economies rely on the separate actions of self-determining individuals to
determine production, distribution and consumption. Decisions about what, when and how
to produce are made privately and coordinated through a spontaneously developed price
system, and prices are determined by the laws of supply and demand. Proponents say that
freely floating market prices direct resources towards their most efficient ends. Profits are
encouraged and drive future production.

Socialist economies rely on either the government or worker cooperatives to drive
production and distribution. Consumption is regulated, but it is still partially left up to
individuals. The state determines how main resources are used and taxes wealth for
redistributive efforts. Socialist economic thinkers consider many private economic activities
to be irrational, such as arbitrage or leverage, because they do not create immediate

consumption or «use».

Protection of private property / national security. If a country has a problem with
crime, then it will discourage investment and the quality of life. The role of the
government is to ensure basic law and order, through ensuring the rule of law. This
involves protecting the rights to private property. In a free market, there is an incentive
to free ride on the provision of law and order, therefore it tends to be under-provided. A
government can pay for policing through general taxation. A similar function of the
government is to provide for national defence — paying for an army. It is military
spending which often was the primary cause of the first taxes. Kings raising taxes to
pay for his army.

Raising taxes. To provide public goods and public services, the government
needs to raise tax. They can do this in a variety of ways — taxes on goods (customs
duties), taxes on income, taxes on people (poll tax) and tax on property and land. The
government has to consider the best way of raising taxes. A good tax is efficient
(doesn’t distort economic activity); easy to collect (hard to avoid); fair (may involve
taking a higher proportion of high earners). If the government run a budget deficit, they
will need to raise the shortfall through borrowing and selling government bonds.

Providing public services. Public goods tend to be not provided in a free market
because of the free rider problem. Therefore, these goods and services need to be
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provided by the government. Examples of public goods include street lighting, roads
and law and order. There are also public services which are provided piecemeal in a
free market, like education and healthcare. However, the government may feel that
these merit goods are important for equality and improving labour productivity.
Therefore, most governments provide some form of state provided education and
health care.

Regulation of markets. Adam Smith in Wealth of Nations noted that in a free
market, firms were often able to create monopoly power. This enables them to charge
excessive prices to consumers. The government may need to regulate monopoly power,
e.g. prohibiting mergers or setting price limits in natural monopolies (industries like tap
water and railways).

Also, firms may develop monopsony power, where they are able to pay low
wages and provide poor working conditions for workers. In this case, the government
may need certain regulations on labour markets, such as minimum wages, minimum
age of working and provide basic levels of health and safety.

Despite the unpredictable political environment, Chinese and foreign
sociologists pressed ahead with a wide-ranging variety of research activities during the
1990s. The success of this effort is a testament to the increasingly robust ties linking
Chinese and foreign sociologists. During the 1980s large numbers of aspiring young
Chinese sociologists were sent abroad for doctoral training, primarily to the United
States. By the latter part of that decade and into the 1990s, a majority of the Western
sociology doctoral theses dealing with China were being produced by students from
China. After the 1989 Tiananmen massacre most of these newly minted specialists on
Chinese society did not return to China, but instead embarked on research careers in
the West. However, mindful of the desirability of leaving the door open for their
eventual return, China did not treat this decision as disloyalty, but instead in most
instances encouraged and invited these foreign-based Chinese sociologists to visit
China to assist in the development of the discipline there and to undertake collaborative
research projects.

These young, foreign-trained sociologists are able to come and go and to
navigate the complex political and bureaucratic terrain surrounding sociological
research within China much more easily than their non-Chinese counterparts.
Furthermore, the relatively smaller number of Chinese sociologists trained abroad who
have returned to the PRC usually have found their new skills and contacts valued and
rewarded, rather than treated with envy and suspicion. Many of these individuals are
moving up rapidly into positions of responsibility and leadership within Chinese
research institutes and universities, where they are generally able to keep research
projects moving ahead despite bureaucratic obstacles. As a result of these trends, an

increasing share of the new sociological research initiatives and publications that are
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having an impact on China studies in the West involve sociologists from China,

whether currently based abroad or within China.

The dangerous political aura surrounding sociology in the Mao era and the
lesson of the abortive 1957 attempt to revive the field might have been expected to
make it difficult to attract talented people to Chinese sociology after 1979. However,
the field revived very rapidly and showed surprising intellectual vigor. A number of
surviving pre-1949 sociologists reappeared to play leading roles in the revival,
considerable numbers of middle-aged individuals trained in related fields were
recruited (or ordered) to become sociologists, and many young people expressed
eagerness to be selected for training in the field. The Chinese Sociological Association
was formally revived, with Fei Xiaotong as its head. (Fei “unrenounced” his pre-1949
works, weakened his ties with ethnology, and resumed advocacy of the program of
Chinese rural development he had championed a generation earlier.)

A number of departments of sociology were established in leading universities,
and new sociological journals and a large number of monographs and textbooks began
to appear. Institutes of sociology were established within the Chinese Academy of
Social Science in Peking as well as in many provincial and city academies. Apparently,
the novelty of the field, the chance to make a place for oneself, and perhaps even the
chance to study abroad without having to face competition from layers of senior people
more than compensated for the checkered political past of sociology. In any case, the
speed and vigor with which the field revived surprised the skeptics (see Whyte and
Pasternak 1980).
