Increasingly, these days, people lead busy professional lives in which they have little time for lunch, let alone
time to meet the next possible Mr or Ms Right. The emphasis in our lives is on using time we have left out-
side of work well, spending ‘quality time’ with our family and friends. So, it's no surprise that speed dating
has become so popular. An activity in which busy men and women go to an organized event, have three-
minute chats with more eligible members of the opposite sex than they would normally meet in a year, and
then decide who might or might not be a potential partner, is a great example of perfect time management.

Speed dating is a relatively new phenomenon. Its first event was staged at Pete’s Café in Beverly Hills Cali-
fornia in 1998, and organized by a group of Jewish students who wanted to meet other singles of the same
religion. They were sure it was a good idea and expected that large numbers of people would enjoy it, but
not immediately. Within a very short time, however, it had spread everywhere, and its popularity was con-
firmed when a speed dating story line appeared in the hit American comedy series Sex and the City.

It hasn’t taken sociologists very long to take an interest, either. An American study, carried out in 2005, dis-
covered that it took hardly any time at all for men and women to choose who they would like to meet again in
the future. Just seconds, in fact. This study would appear to completely undermine the argument of all those
romantics who wonder how three minutes can possibly be enough to decide whether somebody might be
‘the one’. It seems that we know instantly. Interestingly, women have a greater instinct for this than men. In a
2006 study, carried out by a Scottish university, over 40 per cent of women, which was twice the percentage
figure for men, had made their minds up about the person they were chatting to within thirty seconds.

Other studies have looked into how to increase your chances of success when attending a speed dating
event. They have produced some interesting results. For example, what you smell like could be vital. And I'm
not talking about remembering to wash before you go. Women are attracted to men with a similar back-




ground and interests but a very different scent. There’s no greater turn off than a guy with an identical natural
body smell, it would seem. Height, too, seems to be important to attraction, although short men shouldn’t
lose all hope. The important thing is to be a few centimetres taller than the woman you're trying to chat up —
being too tall can be just as bad as not being tall enough.

What you talk about can make all the difference, too. You'd think that speaking intelligently about the latest
movie or play would impress the girls or the guys, but nothing could be further from the truth. No-one likes
someone who's too clever. According to a recent study, it’s life experiences that attract the opposite sex, so
don’t forget to tell them about all those places you’ve been to and things you’ve seen.

The Stuarts
The accession in 1603 of the Stuart James I, who was also James VI of Scotland, united the thrones of Eng-
land and Scotland. The chronic need for money of both James and his son, Charles I, which they attempted
to meet by unusual and extralegal means; their espousal of the divine right of kings; their determination to

enforce their high Anglican preferences in religion; and their use of royal courts such as Star Chamber,
which were not bound by the common law, to persecute opponents, together produced a bitter conflict with
Parliament that culminated (1642) in the English civil war.

In the war the parliamentarians, effectively led at the end by Oliver Cromwell, defeated the royalists. The
king was tried for treason and beheaded (1649). The monarchy was abolished, and the country was governed
by the Rump Parliament, the remainder of the last Parliament (the Long Parliament) Charles had called
(1640), until 1653, when Cromwell dissolved it and established the Protectorate. Cromwell brutally subju-
gated Ireland, made a single commonwealth of Scotland and England, and strengthened England's naval
power and position in international trade. When he died (1658), his son, Richard, succeeded as Lord Protec-
tor but governed ineffectively.

The threat of anarchy led to an invitation by a newly elected Parliament (the Convention Parliament) to
Charles, son of Charles I, to become king, ushering in the Restoration (1660). It was significant that Parlia-
ment had summoned the king, rather than the reverse; it was now clear that to be successful the king had to
cooperate with Parliament. The Whig and Tory parties developed in the Restoration period. Although
Charles Il was personally popular, the old issues of religion, money, and the royal prerogative came to the
fore again. Parliament revived official Anglicanism (see Clarendon Code), but Charles's private sympathies
lay with Catholicism. He attempted to bypass Parliament in the matter of revenue by receiving subsidies
from Louis X1V of France.

Charles's brother and successor, James 1I, was an avowed Catholic. James tried to strengthen his position in
Parliament by tampering with the methods of selecting members; he put Catholics in high university posi-
tions, maintained a standing army (which later deserted him), and claimed the right to suspend laws. The
birth (1688) of a male heir, who, it was assumed, would be raised as a Catholic, precipitated a crisis.

In the Glorious Revolution, Whig and Tory leaders offered the throne to William of Orange (William 111),
whose Protestant wife, Mary, was James's daughter. William and Mary were proclaimed king and queen by
Parliament in 1689. The Bill of Rights confirmed that sovereignty resided in Parliament. The Act of Tolera-
tion (1689) extended religious liberty to all Protestant sects; in subsequent years, religious passions slowly
subsided.

By the Act of Settlement (1701) the succession to the English throne was determined. Since 1603, with the
exception of the 165460 portion of the interregnum, Scotland and England had remained two kingdoms
united only in the person of the monarch. When it appeared that William's successor, Queen Anne, Mary's
Protestant sister, would not have an heir, the Scottish succession became of concern, since the Scottish Par-
liament had not passed legislation corresponding to the Act of Settlement. England feared that under a sepa-
rate monarch Scotland might ally itself with France, or worse still, permit a restoration of the Catholic heirs
of James ll—although a non-Protestant succession had been barred by the Scottish Parliament. On its part,
Scotland wished to achieve economic equality with England. The result was the Act of Union (1707), by
which the two kingdoms became one. Scotland obtained representation in (what then became) the British
Parliament at Westminster, and the Scottish Parliament was abolished.

6. [Ipumep TekcTa 1151 mepeckasa:
The Birth of the City-State

The term Archaic Greece refers to the time three centuries before the classical age, between 800 B.C.
and 500 B.C.—a relatively sophisticated period in world history. Archaic Greece saw advances in art, poetry
and technology, but most of all it was the age in which the polis, or city-state, was invented. The polis be-
came the defining feature of Greek political life for hundreds of years.

During the so-called “Greek Dark Ages” before the Archaic period, people lived scattered throughout
Greece in small farming villages. As they grew larger, these villages began to evolve. Some built walls. Most
built a marketplace (an agora) and a community meeting place. They developed governments and organized
their citizens according to some sort of constitution or set of laws. They raised armies and collected taxes.
And every one of these city-states (known as poleis) was said to be protected by a particular god or goddess,
to whom the citizens of the polis owed a great deal of reverence, respect and sacrifice. (Athens’s deity was
Athena, for example; so was Sparta’s.)

Though their citizens had in common what Herodotus called “the same stock and the same speech,
our shared temples of the gods and religious rituals, our similar customs,” every Greek city-state was differ-
ent. The largest, Sparta, controlled about 300 square miles of territory; the smallest had just a few hundred
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people. However, by the dawn of the Archaic period in the seventh century B.C., the city-states had devel-
oped a number of common characteristics. They all had economies that were based on agriculture, not trade:
For this reason, land was every city-state’s most valuable resource. Also, most had overthrown their heredi-
tary kings, or basileus, and were ruled by a small number of wealthy aristocrats.

These people monopolized political power. (For example, they refused to let ordinary people serve on
councils or assemblies.) They also monopolized the best farmland, and some even claimed to be descended
from the gods. Because “the poor with their wives and children were enslaved to the rich and had no political
rights,” Aristotle said, “there was conflict between the nobles and the people for a long time.”

Colonization

Emigration was one way to relieve some of this tension. Land was the most important source of
wealth in the city-states; it was also, obviously, in finite supply. The pressure of population growth pushed
many men away from their home poleis and into sparsely populated areas around Greece and the Aegean.
Between 750 B.C. and 600 B.C., Greek colonies sprang up from the Mediterranean to Asia Minor, from
North Africa to the coast of the Black Sea. By the end of the seventh century B.C., there were more than
1,500 colonial poleis.

Each of these poleis was an independent city-state. In this way, the colonies of the Archaic period were dif-
ferent from other colonies we are familiar with: The people who lived there were not ruled by or bound to
the city-states from which they came. The new poleis were self-governing and self-sufficient.
