The Severn is the
longest river, while the Thames is the deepestthadmost important one. The chief river in
Scotland is the Clyde. Great Britain has many baauakes. The best known of them is long
narrow Loch Ness, legendary home of the famous tear®n the northwest side of the Pennine
system lies the Lake District, containing beautiikes. The largest cities of Great Britain are
London, Birmingham, Liverpool, Manchester, SheftfieLeeds, Edinburgh, Glasgow, Cardiff
and Belfast.

The population of the United Kingdom is over 57 lioil people. English is the official
language. But some people speak Gaelic in westastia®d, and Welsh in parts of northern and
central Wales. The different parts of Britain hétveir own emblems. The red rose is the national
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emblem of England. The thistle is the national embbf Scotland. The daffodils and the leek
are the emblems of Wales. And the shamrock is étiemal emblem of Ireland.

The flag of the United Kingdom is known as the Unigack. It is made up of three
crosses: the cross of St. George (the patron sakngland), the cross of St. Andrew (the patron
saint of Scotland) and the cross of St. Patrick ftatron saint of Ireland).
