There was no question of their going off together, Jack Carr had nothing but his
salary, and he couldn't throw up a job he'd been only too glad to get. It was difficult for them to
meet. They had to run awful risks.

Perhaps the chances they had to take, the obstacles they had to surmount, were fuel to
their love; a year passed and it was as overwhelming as at the beginning; it was a year of agony
and bliss, of fear and thrill.
