These famous words immortalize the
importance of the home. Indeed, luxurious castles and glittering palaces seem nothing in
comparison with the peace and serenity that even the humblest hut provides. Read the profiles of
two families from very different parts of the world.

Boniface and his wife, Pauline, live in OngataRongai, a small Kenyan town sandwiched
between Nairobi national park and the Ngong hills.

The current apartment is rented,
and though a big step up from the slums, it is not a good place to raise a family, says Boniface.
All the tenants share a single outside tap. The long-drop toilets are also communal - one for
every four families.

"We are tired of paying rent to landlords who have no respect," says Boniface, who plans
to build a two or three-bedroom house in the Eastlands suburb of Nairobi.

Qu and Liu have known each other since childhood. Unlike most other Chinese -
particularly in rural areas - the parents say they are more than happy to have a girl.

The family have lived in their courtyard house amid the ramshackle alleyways of central
Beijing for 70 years. The house is now threatened with demelition as the capital undergoes a
transformation ahead of the Olympics in 2008.

The Qus live in one of the capital's alleyways - known for their close-knit families and
warm hospitality. Tens of thousands of alleyways just like this have been knocked down in the
past few years, and their house is rumoured to be the next in line for demolition. What’s more,
several derelict buildings which have been ruined and abandoned for over five years are to be
knocked down. In their place, a new housing estate will be built. This will provide 20 new
homes within the next two years.
