Chinese Brands for Domestic Use Only

Chinese companies are increasing their authority around the world and buy foreign
technology, talented managers and, increasingly, international brands.

Why have Chinese companies failed to build their own brands overseas and use the
names of acquired global companies instead? According to China’s Ministry of Commerce, in
January of 2012, China’s foreign investment totaled nearly $4.4bn.

Yet, despite this tremendous amount of overseas investment, surprisingly not one
mainland Chinese company appeared on the annual list of the world’s top 100 brands that year.
As early as the 1990s, Chinese companies like sports drink maker Jianlibao attempted to enter
international markets and become a global beverage brand like Coca Cola or Pepsi. Li Ning,
known by many as “China’s Nike”, also failed in its first attempt to expand overseas. Then there
are the exceptions like Chinese personal computer and electronics company Lenovo, who have
built a globally recognised brand.

The stories of these three Chinese firms help to analyse potential strategies for other
Chinese companies seeking global brand recognition.

Jianlibao

Jianlibao used to be the most popular beverage in China. During the 1990s the sports
drink maker expanded into more than a dozen international markets. According to Jack Shea,
Jianlibao’s ex vice-president of marketing and sales for North America, “The company’s fatal
flaw was that while it produced a good-tasting beverage, its brand name prevented it from being
able to connect with the average American consumer.”

Unlike Jianlibao, Coca Cola has managed to adapt its brand name to Chinese market
successfully: kekou kele sounds similar to the original and means delicious happiness making it
quite appealing to Chinese customers. Mr Shea admits that alongside with other factors “North
America operations did not make sufficient investments in marketing to advertise Jianlibao in the
United States.”

Developing business abroad the company lost its domestic market share to competitors
like Coca Cola. Instead of returning its focus on the Chinese market, Jainlibao began competing
with Coca Cola on price. Provided that Jianlibao’s sports drink was more expensive to produce,
the firm found itself in a rather unfavourable position when competing with Coke both in China
and abroad.

Having a quality product the company lacked international experience, an appealing
brand name, and sufficient marketing investments to set up successful operations overseas.

The Robots are Coming

In fact, they are already here in many parts of the world. These are ‘service’ robots and
they often go unnoticed. Such robots may clean the windows of very tall buildings, install car
parts in a factory or perform difficult surgical tasks in a hospital. In addition, there are now robot
fire-fighters and also robots designed to help in natural disasters such as earthquakes.

However, there is a new age of robots which could change our everyday lives directly.

Heathrow airport, London, is currently testing a driverless taxi on passengers, for public
use later this year. The taxis are small, personal and reliable. They travel on very narrow roads
and use half the energy of buses. Passengers give their destination on a touch-screen when they
get into their car ‘pod’, then travel up to 40 km an hour, driver-free, to and from the airport
terminal.

Such technology is likely to be very popular and it could change the face of our cities in
the future. Some experts believe that by the year 2050 our roads could be full of driverless cars;
people will drive themselves only if they want to.

Robots have been used by the military for many years now, mainly for searching enemy
areas using UAEs (unmanned aerial vehicles). They are also used in mine clearing, where they
save lives. However, there are new robots available which are increasingly ‘autonomous’: they
have no operator and make decisions (semi) independently. As the technology develops, robots
are also making more and more difficult decisions: fighting robots now exist, programmed to
decide who is the enemy and who is not, before taking action.

In South Korea, one of the leaders in the robot revolution together with Japan, the
government has stated that every household will have a robot by 2030. They have already built
robot border guards with the power to attack; they are currently developing a robot police force.

For Japan, with its ageing population, robot carers may be the answer. Robots which
bathe and feed old people are already in use. In addition, several large companies in this part of
the world now make ‘robot toys’ for children. As well as entertaining the youngsters by singing,
dancing, talking and telling jokes, these robots can feed and look after them. They are capable of
sending messages to parents or minders. These robots are considered so safe that children can be
left for hours in their care.

The UK government has revealed plans to build 10 new ‘eco towns’, the first new
towns to be built in England since the 1960s. According to ministers, the ‘eco towns’ will
help provide a solution to the increasing housing shortage while helping to tackle climate
change. It is planned that each new town will contain between 5,000 and 20,000 new homes.

There are few details about what the ‘eco towns’ will actually be like, but there are
already examples in other parts of Europe. The town of Hammarby Sjostad in Sweden was
built on what had been a polluted industrial area south-east of the centre of Stockholm and
currently contains 10,000 homes. All homes are built to make the best use of natural light and
are fitted with solar panels as well as a system for collecting and reusing rainwater. Waste
from the town is processed to produce gas which powers cookers, buses, and cars and is also
used to fertilize a nearby forest which provides wood which can be burned to heat the homes.
There is a free ferry and tram link to the centre of Stockholm and two-thirds of all journeys
are made by public transport, bicycle, or walking.

Another example is Vauban, near Freiburg in Germany. Vauban, which now contains
5,000 homes, was built on the site of a former army base and architects worked with local
residents in an attempt to make the development genuinely family-friendly. As a result shops,
schools, parks, and businesses are all easily accessible, and there are 600 jobs within walking
or cycling distance of the residential area. Again all homes have solar panels and nearly 100
buildings generate more energy than they use.

While ‘eco town’ plans may appear attractive, they have met with fierce opposition,
both from residents of surrounding areas of the proposed sites and from environmental
groups. Many argue that the focus should be not on building new homes, but on regenerating
run-down houses in existing towns and cities and there is concern that new ‘eco towns’ may
be built on green spaces and land used for farming. Another fear is that residents of the ‘eco
towns’ will not be working in local businesses, but will be forced to commute to other cities,
encouraging more people into their cars and increasing the congestion on the roads.

It is perhaps an irony that the strongest opponents of the ‘eco town’ plan are
environmentalists, but as one local politician commented, increasing the number of traffic
jams in the local area ‘would not be that environmentally-friendly at all’.

The Art of Diplomacy

Diplomacy is the art of conducting international negotiations. Nation-states, through
authorized agents, maintain mutual relations, communicate with each other, and carry out
political, economic and legal transactions. Diplomacy as a uniform system based on generally
accepted rules and directed by diplomatic hierarchy having a fixed international status is of quite
modern growth.

The history of diplomacy dates back to ancient times when tribes, city-states and other
communities sought ways of communicating and establishing relations with one another. But the
tradition leading to the present world system of international relations originated in ancient
Greece. The Greek developed a diplomatic vocabulary, principles of international conduct and
elements of international law. In brief, there already existed an international system of
multilateral diplomacy.

During the fifteenth and sixteenth centuries the French system of diplomacy began to
emerge and dominate international relations. Diplomacy was then a game of wits played in a
narrow circle, and etiquette took an incredible amount of time. The “haute diplomatic” appeared
as a process of exalted haggling, conducted with an utter disregard of the ordinary standards of
morality, but with the exquisite politeness and in accordance with more and more elaborated
rules.

At the time in France, England and Spam royal secretaries were appointed, whose
responsibilities included the management of foreign affairs. Resident missions in other countries,
staffed by secretaries, can be regarded as the forerunners of the modern embassies. France
was the first European state to establish a modern foreign ministry in 1626. Russia followed
inl720, when Peter the Great created College of Foreign Affairs and Russia too acquired its own
ministry. Britain was to be a late starter.

The French diplomacy developed several key features of contemporary diplomacy —
resident ambassadors, the art of conducting secret negotiations, ceremonial duties and protocol



Since then the character of diplomacy itself has undergone a great change. This change is
threefold: firstly, there has developed a greater sense of community of interests between nations,
with a number of international institutions being set up; secondly, owing to the rise of democracy
diplomacy finds its expression in parliament assemblies and in the press; thirdly, the position of
the diplomatic agent has changed and the modem means of communication have contributed a
great deal to the change.

As a consequence, the tasks of the new multilateral diplomacy have been broadened.
Diplomacy now involves not only presenting credentials and participating in the diplomatic
circuits and various functions of a national capital but also it requires special art of explaining
and defending national policies at a global level in a variety of international organisations.
Diplomats working both in foreign offices and international organizations contribute to gathering
information, laying the groundwork for new initiatives of their governments, reducing interstate
friction, creating and amending international rales.
