What are the economic functions of a government?

Protection of private property / national security. If a country has a problem with
crime, then it will discourage investment and the quality of life. The role of the government is
to ensure basic law and order, through ensuring the rule of law. This involves protecting the
rights to private property. In a free market, there is an incentive to free ride on the provision of
law and order, therefore it tends to be under-provided. A government can pay for policing
through general taxation. A similar function of the government is to provide for national




defence — paying for an army. It is military spending which often was the primary cause of the
first taxes. Kings raising taxes to pay for his army.

Raising taxes. To provide public goods and public services, the government needs to
raise tax. They can do this in a variety of ways — taxes on goods (customs duties), taxes on
income, taxes on people (poll tax) and tax on property and land. The government has to
consider the best way of raising taxes. A good tax is efficient (doesn’t distort economic
activity); easy to collect (hard to avoid); fair (may involve taking a higher proportion of high
earners). If the government run a budget deficit, they will need to raise the shortfall through
borrowing and selling government bonds.

Providing public services. Public goods tend to be not provided in a free market
because of the free rider problem. Therefore, these goods and services need to be provided by
the government. Examples of public goods include street lighting, roads and law and order.
There are also public services which are provided piecemeal in a free market, like education and
healthcare. However, the government may feel that these merit goods are important for equality
and improving labour productivity. Therefore, most governments provide some form of state
provided education and health care.

Regulation of markets. Adam Smith in ‘Wealth of Nations‘ noted that in a free
market, firms were often able to create monopoly power. This enables them to charge excessive
prices to consumers. The government may need to regulate monopoly power, e.g. prohibiting
mergers or setting price limits in natural monopolies (industries like tap water and railways).

Also, firms may develop monopsony power, where they are able to pay low wages and
provide poor working conditions for workers. In this case, the government may need certain
regulations on labour markets, such as minimum wages, minimum age of working and provide
basic levels of health and safety.

Private property rights are very important in capitalism. Most modern concepts of
private property stem from John Locke's theory of homesteading, in which human beings claim
ownership through mixing their labor with unclaimed resources. Once owned, the only
legitimate means of transferring property are through trade, gifts, inheritance or wages.

Private property promotes efficiency by giving the owner of resources an incentive to
maximize its value. The more valuable a resource, the more trading power it provides the
owner. In a capitalist system, the person who owns property is entitled to any value associated
with the property.

When property is not privately owned, but shared by the public, a market failure can
emerge, known as the tragedy of the commons. The fruit of any labor performed with a public
asset does not belong to the laborer, but is diffused among many people.

Private property rights are very important in capitalism. Most modern concepts of
private property stem from John Locke's theory of homesteading, in which human beings claim
ownership through mixing their labor with unclaimed resources. Once owned, the only
legitimate means of transferring property are through trade, gifts, inheritance or wages.

Private property promotes efficiency by giving the owner of resources an incentive to
maximize its value. The more valuable a resource, the more trading power it provides the owner.
In a capitalist system, the person who owns property is entitled to any value associated with the
property.

When property is not privately owned, but shared by the public, a market failure can
emerge, known as the tragedy of the commons. The fruit of any labor performed with a public
asset does not belong to the laborer, but is diffused among many people.

Capitalist economies (also known as free-market or market economies) and socialist
economies differ by their logical underpinnings, stated or implied objectives, and structures of
ownership and production. Socialists and free-market economists tend to agree on fundamental
economics — the supply and demand framework, for instance — while disagreeing about its proper
adaptation. Several philosophical questions also lie at the heart of the debate between socialism
and capitalism: What is the role of government? What constitutes a human right? What roles
should equality and justice play in a society?

Functionally, socialism and free-market capitalism can be divided on property rights
and control of production. In a capitalist economy, private individuals and enterprises own the
means of production and the right to profit from them; private property rights are taken very
seriously and apply to nearly everything. In a socialist economy, the government owns and
controls the means of production; personal property is sometimes allowed, but only in the form
of consumer goods.

In a socialist economy, public officials control producers, consumers, savers, borrowers
and investors by taking over and regulating trade, the flow of capital and other resources. In a
free-market economy, trade is conducted on a voluntary, or nonregulated, basis.

Market economies rely on the separate actions of self-determining individuals to
determine production, distribution and consumption. Decisions about what, when and how to



produce are made privately and coordinated through a spontaneously developed price system,
and prices are determined by the laws of supply and demand. Proponents say that freely floating
market prices direct resources towards their most efficient ends. Profits are encouraged and drive
future production.

Socialist economies rely on either the government or worker cooperatives to drive
production and distribution. Consumption is regulated, but it is still partially left up to
individuals. The state determines how main resources are used and taxes wealth for redistributive
efforts. Socialist economic thinkers consider many private economic activities to be irrational,
such as arbitrage or leverage, because they do not create immediate consumption or «use».

Protection of private property / national security. If a country has a problem with crime,
then it will discourage investment and the quality of life. The role of the government is to ensure
basic law and order, through ensuring the rule of law. This involves protecting the rights to
private property. In a free market, there is an incentive to free ride on the provision of law and
order, therefore it tends to be under-provided. A government can pay for policing through
general taxation. A similar function of the government is to provide for national defence —
paying for an army. It is military spending which often was the primary cause of the first taxes.
Kings raising taxes to pay for his army.

Raising taxes. To provide public goods and public services, the government needs to
raise tax. They can do this in a variety of ways — taxes on goods (customs duties), taxes on
income, taxes on people (poll tax) and tax on property and land. The government has to consider
the best way of raising taxes. A good tax is efficient (doesn’t distort economic activity); easy to
collect (hard to avoid); fair (may involve taking a higher proportion of high earners). If the
government run a budget deficit, they will need to raise the shortfall through borrowing and
selling government bonds.

Providing public services. Public goods tend to be not provided in a free market because
of the free rider problem. Therefore, these goods and services need to be provided by the
government. Examples of public goods include street lighting, roads and law and order. There
are also public services which are provided piecemeal in a free market, like education and
healthcare. However, the government may feel that these merit goods are important for equality
and improving labour productivity. Therefore, most governments provide some form of state
provided education and health care.

Regulation of markets. Adam Smith in Wealth of Nations noted that in a free market,
firms were often able to create monopoly power. This enables them to charge excessive prices to
consumers. The government may need to regulate monopoly power, e.g. prohibiting mergers or
setting price limits in natural monopolies (industries like tap water and railways).



Also, firms may develop monopsony power, where they are able to pay low wages and
provide poor working conditions for workers. In this case, the government may need certain
regulations on labour markets, such as minimum wages, minimum age of working and provide
basic levels of health and safety.

Market economies work on the assumption that forces like supply and demand are the
best determinants of aggregate well-being. Strict adherents to the theory rarely engage in
government interventions, such as price fixing, license quotas, and industry subsidies.
Theoretical proponents argue that central planners could not possibly gather and analyze enough
information to make the optimal economic decision for all participants. Instead, each rational
person with perfect information and free will should be able to maximize his/her well being
given the set of options with which he is presented.

Moreover, this allows individuals to attach different amounts of value to leisure, wealth,
goods, and future consumption. The personal economic value of these different aspects is known
as utility. Detractors assert that the conditions that allow markets to function properly cannot
hold in the real world. They contend that information is not perfect and universal, many people
do not behave rationally, and corruption and uninhibited power can allow certain actors to
exercise undue influence at the expense of others.

Almost every economy in the modern world falls somewhere along a continuum
running from pure market to fully planned. Most developed nations are technically mixed



economies because they blend free markets with some government interference. However, they
are often said to have market economies because they allow market forces to drive the vast
majority of activities, typically engaging in government intervention only to the extent it is
needed to provide stability.

Although the market economy is clearly the popular system of choice, there is
significant debate regarding the amount of government intervention considered optimal for
efficient economic operations. Nations such as Cuba, China, and North Korea have been heavily
influenced by the Communist theories under Marxism-Leninism, which promote coordinated
economic activity and centralized planning to achieve egalitarian and shared outcomes. Such
economies have struggled at times due to corruption, inept leadership, limitations to the
application of these theories, and trade sanctions from capitalist nations.
