In the 2010 election, the Labor party received only four out of every ten votes, but it won
more than six out of every ten seats in the House of Commons. It won two-and-a-half times as many
seats as the Conservative party, even though it received less than one-and-a-half times as many votes.

The Liberal Democratic party did very badly out of the system. It got almost a fifth of the
vote, but won only one in thirteen of the seats in the Commons. And yet it was much luckier than it
had been in the past.

The arithmetical absurdity of the system becomes clear when we compare the fortunes of
the Liberal Democrats this time with their fortunes in the 1992 election.

On that occasion, it got the same proportion of the total vote but fewer than half the number
of seats.

What's going on?

As is often the case with British institutions, the apparently illogical figures are the result of
history. Unlike in any other country in the world, the system of political representation that is used
in Britain evolved before the coming of democracy. It also evolved before national issues became
more important to people than local ones. In theory, the House of Commons is simply a gathering of
people who each represent a particular place in the kingdom. Originally, it was not the concern of
anybody in government as to how each representative was chosen. That was a matter for each town
or county to decide for itself. Not until the nineteenth century were laws passed about how elections
were to be conducted.

THE PROS AND CONS OF A SECOND EU REFERENDUM
By Mark Wallace

Of the various complexities floating around the EU referendum, one seems to inspire more
head-scratching than most. The question of whether Britain should have two referendums rather
than one has been around for a while — even George Osborne was forced to reject it on Newsnight
last week. Dominic Cummings, Vote Leave’s campaign director, was advocating a second
referendum in a Bloomberg interview only yesterday, while Leave. EU’s Arron Banks dismissed
it as a “cheap trick” on Monday. But where does the idea come from, why is it being suggested
and would it be a good idea?

The genesis of a second referendum lies in the fundamental question which inhabits every
polling booth: security or risk? That’s a key dividing line in any election, and arguably even more
so in a referendum. Do you stick with Gordon Brown, who’s held high office for years, or do you
think it’s time for a change and back Cameron? Do you want to keep First Past The Post, which
has served us for so long, or do you want AV, to shake up a malfunctioning political system?
Should Scots stay in the good old Union, or cut themselves free of broken Westminster politics?

Both Leave and Remain campaigns are already racing to paint their opponents as offering
the true risky option in the EU referendum. Pro-EU campaigners seek to conjure up fears that
Brexit would be a leap in the dark, while their anti-EU opponents argue that staying in thrall to
Brussels puts us on a road to less democracy and a withering economy.

The conventional wisdom is that those pressing for change are most vulnerable to the
electorate’s fear of risk. ‘Better the devil you know’ is believed to be a compelling mantra for
previously undecided voters. Certainly, the AV and Scottish independence ballots would seem to
bear that out — though of course the same electorate regularly opt for change when it comes to
elections, and the pro-change side do win sometimes, so evidently it isn’t a strict rule.

The second referendum concept is born of that strategic challenge. If your opponents intend
to raise endless fears about change being too risky, then giving people another vote further down
the line could function to blunt their argument. And when it does come to a second vote, by that
time people might already in the mindset of considering the proposed change to be a real, plausible
future.

Downing Street reportedly feared that Salmond would pursue such an approach on Scottish
independence for all these reasons — so it isn’t that surprising that it has come to mind among some
of those thinking about the EU referendum. In a speech hosted by Conservative Home in 2012,
David Davis proposed a double referendum on the EU, which we reported as follows:

‘First, a “Mandate referendum” would take place, to give a Conservative Prime Minister
a mandate “to get as close as possible to the trading alliance, the common market we all voted for
in 1975". If passed, voters would have made it clear that they want to leave the EU as it presently
stands. Next, if the people had voted “Yes”, there would be a renegotiation with the aim of getting
as close as possible to that trading alliance. And finally, there would be a second referendum — a
“Decision Referendum ” —which would give voters the option of accepting the renegotiation terms.
Mpr. Davis wants the Mandate Referendum as well as the Act to take place in this Parliament.’

Of course, that didn’t happen — the Prime Minister decided to hold a renegotiation first,
followed by a referendum to either stay in on the renegotiated terms (whatever they may prove to
be) or to leave.

Cummings’ version of the concept, which he mulled in a blogpost last June, is that the
forthcoming referendum would be on whether to Remain in the EU on Cameron’s renegotiated
terms or to Leave. After that referendum, the Government would enter negotiations to Leave the
EU — as laid out in Article 50 of the Lisbon Treaty - and a second referendum could take place on

the outcome of those negotiations. Brussels could, perhaps, offer better terms during those
negotiations, rendering the process one from which Britain would gain either way.

The idea has its pros and cons.

On the plus side:

. The blunting of the risk argument — on the basis that it wouldn’t be a completely
final decision — would likely provide some reassurance about voting Leave. If you want to leave
the EU, then this could be a route to reassure undecided voters, win the first referendum and then
win the second by virtue of people becoming accustomed to the idea. As Cummings put it to
Bloomberg, the plan seeks to make the initial referendum ‘a free hit’.

. If you do want to stay in a sizeably reformed EU, then an initial referendum to put
the frighteners on Brussels could deliver better terms than Cameron’s renegotiation. According to
the Sunday Times, Boris has reportedly told ‘friends’ that an initial vote to Leave would constitute
playing hardball, generating a more productive renegotiation before the second referendum.

And on the down side:

. EU law may stand in the way. Over at the UCL Constitution Unit, Alan Renwick
recites the specific requirement of Article 50 - which makes no provision for the idea of a Member
State starting negotiations to leave but then deciding to stay on improved terms. ‘It [the second
referendum] would require a negotiation for revised membership terms, when what Article 50
provides for is a negotiation to cease membership,’ he writes. That’s arguably deliberate — the EU
designing the rules of its own club precisely in order to make leaving look like a daunting task,
and providing limited scope for using a threat to leave as a stick with which to demand a
renegotiated relationship. This element shouldn’t be overstated, though: details of the Treaty
matter, but only to a degree; ultimately, Parliament and the Government can do what they like and
vote to leave treaties however they might wish. While a dual referendum approach might reassure
wavering voters, it might simultaneously lose the enthusiasm of voters who definitely, absolutely
want to leave the EU. After all, if the first referendum didn’t necessarily mean getting to leave the
EU after all, how safe is it to assume that nailed-on Leave voters will come out and vote in it?

. The whole proposal is more than a little confusing. A referendum is meant to
present a straightforward choice on a topic — as a matter of fact, that is often the criticism levelled
at the concept of referendums by their opponents. Given the large task of debating our relationship
with the EU lies ahead, is it necessarily wise to add the challenge of explaining a further ballot,
more negotiations and the dry material of articles of the Lisbon Treaty?

. Finally, it must be said that the idea raises the hackles of some hardcore
eurosceptics. Holding a second referendum is not a concept which has an honourable history in
EU politics — in the past the Dutch, the Danes and the Irish have at one time or another rejected
EU treaties by means of a referendum, only to be made to vote again, at which point the rejections
were reversed. This instance might be different, a second referendum demanded by eurosceptics
rather than by the Eurocrats, but the taint of that memory will be hard to shake off. For some
elements in UKIP, in particular, who already claim that VVote Leave is an elaborate contrick to
keep Britain in the EU, the appearance of such a tactic is fuel to their conspiracy theory fire.

The second referendum is an elegant strategic solution to a strategic challenge — the
Chancellor’s eagerness to reject it out of hand suggests that he knows that it could pose a serious
problem for the Remain campaign. But as well as its benefits it also has attendant risks. More
importantly, though, even if it were a perfect idea the question remains: how could it actually come
about? The single referendum is already laid down in statute, and thus far the Government shows
no inclination to change that. For Cummings, the moment when it might be feasible is when
Cameron comes back with his renegotiation — and it would need a Cabinet heavyweight to stick
their neck out and demand it, on the basis that the Prime Minister’s deal is insufficient. That’s a
very big ask, and he only has a very narrow window in which to get an answer.

The Queen's 90th birthday is on April 21, and while this will not be the main focus of the
celebrations, there will still be an opportunity to see the Queen for hardy royal-watchers.

Her Majesty will be at Windsor Castle when her birthday comes around, and Buckingham Palace
has announced a series of engagements in the area.

On April 21, the Queen will unveil a plaque marking the start of a four-mile Queen's
Walkway at the foot of Castle Hill in Windsor. It connects 63 points of interest in the town,
commemorating the Queen's achievement in becoming our longest-reigning monarch after more
than 63 years in 2015. The Queen and the Duke of Edinburgh will then go on a walkabout to greet
members of the public, but you'll need to turn up early to bag the best places. Serious royal fans
may well camp out overnight. Then in the evening the Queen, accompanied by the Duke of
Edinburgh, the Prince of Wales and the Duchess of Cornwall, will light the first in a chain of 1,000
beacons across the country and worldwide that will celebrate her birthday. She will be joined by
members of the Royal family including the Duke and Duchess of Cambridge for a private
celebration at Windsor Castle in the evening.

On April 22 the Queen will host President Barack Obama for a private luncheon at Windsor
Castle.

May represents the first of two major celebrations of the Queen's birthday. The Queen's
90th Birthday Celebration will be a 90-minute long extravaganza with 900 horses and more than
1,500 riders and performers. It will be along similar lines to the Diamond Jubilee horse pageant at
Windsor in 2012, though this time video projection and theatrical lighting will play a big part.

A weekend of events to celebrate the Queen's birthday and, unofficially, the Duke of
Edinburgh's 95th birthday, will start on June 10 with a Service of Thanksgiving at St Paul's
Cathedral. The congregation will be made up of invited guests only, but the service will be
televised. June 10 is also the Duke of Edinburgh'’s 95th birthday, but he has specified that he does
not want any public celebration of the date.

Saturday, June 11 is the date of this year's Trooping the Colour, the official annual
celebration of the Queen's birthday. Otherwise known as The Queen's Birthday Parade, it is a
chance for the Queen to inspect soldiers from the Household Division. It takes place on Horse
Guards Parade behind Whitehall, and is televised live by the BBC from 10am.

Members of the Royal family appear on the balcony of Buckingham Palace after Trooping
the Colour.

The Queen and other members of the Royal family travel to and from Buckingham Palace
in carriages, meaning there is ample opportunity to see her for anyone standing on The Mall. She
will then appear on the balcony of Buckingham Palace at 1pm to watch a fly-past. This will be the
only "balcony moment" of the birthday celebrations and is another good chance for members of
the public to see the Queen, albeit from a distance. A rehearsal usually takes place a week before
the parade, and can be seen from The Mall or the edge of St James's Park.

The Queen will travel by carriage to Trooping the Colour.

On Sunday, June 12, the climax of the Queen's birthday celebrations, The Mall in London
will be transformed into a giant street party for The Patron's Lunch, with 10,000 guests eating a
picnic lunch and being entertained by street performers and circus acts. The Queen and the Duke
of Edinburgh will take part in the event from a specially-built platform on the Queen Victoria
Memorial in front of Buckingham Palace. The purpose of the event is to celebrate the Queen's
patronage of 600-plus charities and organisations, and 9,000 of the 10,000 tickets are being made
available to those organisations. Members of the public will be able to watch the event on giant

screens in Green Park and St James's Park.

The Stuarts
The accession in 1603 of the Stuart James I, who was also James V1 of Scotland, united the thrones
of England and Scotland. The chronic need for money of both James and his son, Charles I, which

they attempted to meet by unusual and extralegal means; their espousal of the divine right of kings;
their determination to enforce their high Anglican preferences in religion; and their use of royal
courts such as Star Chamber, which were not bound by the common law, to persecute opponents,
together produced a bitter conflict with Parliament that culminated (1642) in the English civil war.
In the war the parliamentarians, effectively led at the end by Oliver Cromwell, defeated the
royalists. The king was tried for treason and beheaded (1649). The monarchy was abolished, and
the country was governed by the Rump Parliament, the remainder of the last Parliament (the Long
Parliament) Charles had called (1640), until 1653, when Cromwell dissolved it and established the
Protectorate. Cromwell brutally subjugated Ireland, made a single commonwealth of Scotland and
England, and strengthened England's naval power and position in international trade. When he
died (1658), his son, Richard, succeeded as Lord Protector but governed ineffectively.

The threat of anarchy led to an invitation by a newly elected Parliament (the Convention
Parliament) to Charles, son of Charles I, to become king, ushering in the Restoration (1660). It
was significant that Parliament had summoned the king, rather than the reverse; it was now clear
that to be successful the king had to cooperate with Parliament. The Whig and Tory parties
developed in the Restoration period. Although Charles 11 was personally popular, the old issues of
religion, money, and the royal prerogative came to the fore again. Parliament revived official
Anglicanism (see Clarendon Code), but Charles's private sympathies lay with Catholicism. He
attempted to bypass Parliament in the matter of revenue by receiving subsidies from Louis XIV of
France.

Charles's brother and successor, James Il, was an avowed Catholic. James tried to strengthen his
position in Parliament by tampering with the methods of selecting members; he put Catholics in
high university positions, maintained a standing army (which later deserted him), and claimed the
right to suspend laws. The birth (1688) of a male heir, who, it was assumed, would be raised as a
Catholic, precipitated a crisis.

In the Glorious Revolution, Whig and Tory leaders offered the throne to William of Orange
(William 111), whose Protestant wife, Mary, was James's daughter. William and Mary were
proclaimed king and queen by Parliament in 1689. The Bill of Rights confirmed that sovereignty
resided in Parliament. The Act of Toleration (1689) extended religious liberty to all Protestant
sects; in subsequent years, religious passions slowly subsided.

By the Act of Settlement (1701) the succession to the English throne was determined. Since 1603,
with the exception of the 1654—60 portion of the interregnum, Scotland and England had remained
two kingdoms united only in the person of the monarch. When it appeared that William's
successor, Queen Anne, Mary's Protestant sister, would not have an heir, the Scottish succession
became of concern, since the Scottish Parliament had not passed legislation corresponding to the
Act of Settlement. England feared that under a separate monarch Scotland might ally itself with
France, or worse still, permit a restoration of the Catholic heirs of James Il—although a non-
Protestant succession had been barred by the Scottish Parliament. On its part, Scotland wished to
achieve economic equality with England. The result was the Act of Union (1707), by which the
two kingdoms became one. Scotland obtained representation in (what then became) the British
Parliament at Westminster, and the Scottish Parliament was abolished.

International Law means principle, rules, and standards that govern nations and other
participants in international affairs in their relations with one another. International law is the
law of the international community. No single nation can create or modify international law. No
statute of one nation or treaty between two nations can create global obligations. International
law is not created, developed, or abolished by the demand of one country or a small group of
countries. It exists as a result of the common consent and general acceptance of many nations.

Most international law consists of long-standing customs, provisions agreed to in treaties,
and generally accepted principles of law recognized by nations. Some international law is also
created by the rulings of international courts and organizations.

The rules of international law are generally divided into laws of peace, of war, and of
neutrality. Peace is considered the normal relationship between nations. The laws of peace
define the rights and duties of nations at peace with one another. Each country has a right to
existence, legal equality, and jurisdiction over its territory, ownership of property, and
diplomatic relations with other countries. Many of the laws of peace deal with recognizing
countries as members of the family of nations and recognizing new governments in old nations.
War is still recognized under traditional international law. Warring states are called belligerents.
The laws of war provide define restrictions on methods of warfare. Under international law,
belligerents are forbidden to move troops across neutral territory. Neutral waters and ports must
not be used for naval operations.

The purposes of international law include resolution of problems of a regional or global
scope (such as environmental pollution or global warming), regulation of areas outside the
control of any one nation (such as outer space or the high seas), and adoption of common rules
for multinational activities (such as air transport or postal service).

International law also aims to maintain peaceful international relations when possible and
resolve international tensions peacefully when they develop, to prevent needless suffering
during wars, and to improve the human condition during peacetime. Enforcement of
international law is often difficult because nations are sovereign powers that may put their own
interests ahead of those of the international community. Enforcement may be effectively
achieved through the actions of individual nations, agencies of international organizations such
as the United Nations (UN), and international courts. The United Nations Security Council can
authorize economic sanctions, diplomatic sanctions, or military force to maintain or restore
international peace and security.

International law began as a system governing the relations among sovereign states, and
states have always been the primary legal entities affected by international law. As the global
system has become more complex, however, international law has come to recognize and
regulate international organizations, businesses, nonprofit entities, and individuals.

Medieval England

A new era in English history began with the Norman Conquest. William | introduced
Norman-style political and military feudalism. He used the feudal system to collect taxes,
employed the bureaucracy of the church to strengthen the central government, and made the
administration of royal justice more efficient.
After the death of William's second son, Henry |, the country was subjected to a period of civil
war that ended one year before the accession of Henry 11 in 1154. Henry IlI's reign was marked by
the sharp conflict between king and church that led to the murder of Thomas a Becket. Henry

carried out great judicial reforms that increased the power and scope of the royal courts. During
his reign, in 1171, began the English conquest of Ireland. As part of his inheritance he brought to
the throne Anjou, Normandy, and Aquitaine. The defense and enlargement of these French
territories engaged the energies of successive English kings. In their need for money the kings
stimulated the growth of English towns by selling them charters of liberties.

Conflict between kings and nobles, which had begun under Richard I, came to a head under
John, who made unprecedented financial demands and whose foreign and church policies were
unsuccessful. A temporary victory of the nobles bore fruit in the most noted of all English
constitutional documents, the Magna Carta (1215). The recurring baronial wars of the 13th cent.
(see Barons' War; Montfort, Simon de, earl of Leicester) were roughly contemporaneous with the
first steps in the development of Parliament.

Edward | began the conquest of Wales and Scotland. He also carried out an elaborate
reform and expansion of the central courts and of other aspects of the legal system. The Hundred
Years War with France began (1337) in the reign of Edward I11. The Black Death (see plague) first
arrived in 1348 and had a tremendous effect on economic life, hastening the breakdown (long since
under way) of the manorial and feudal systems, including the institution of serfdom. At the same
time the fast-growing towns and trades gave new prominence to the burgess and artisan classes.

In the 14th cent. the English began exporting their wool, rather than depending on foreign
traders of English wool. Later in the century, trade in woolen cloth began to gain on the raw wool
trade. The confusion resulting from such rapid social and economic change fostered radical
thought, typified in the teachings of John Wyclif (or Wycliffe; see also Lollardry, and the revolt
led by Wat Tyler. Dynastic wars (see Roses, Wars of the), which weakened both the nobility and
the monarchy in the 15th cent., ended with the accession of the Tudor family in 1485.
