Life Like Robots

Robotic engineers are designing the next generation of robots to look, feel and act more
human, to make it easier for us to warm up to a cold machine.

Realistic looking hair and skin with embedded sensors will allow robots to react naturally in
their environment. For example, a robot that senses your touch on the shoulder and turns to greet
you.

Subtle actions by robots, which typically go unnoticed between people, help bring them to
life and can also relay nonverbal communication.

Man-
made muscles change facial expressions. These are all must have attributes for the socially
acceptable robots of the future.

Rescue Robots

Imagine yourself lost deep in the forest on a cold autumn night and nightfall is rapidly
approaching. Too windy for search aircraft and too dark for ground teams, this could be a life
threatening situation. Fortunately for you, it is ten years into the future and hundreds of tiny
intelligent robots will be combing the woods for you throughout the night.

All terrain robots (ATRs) will truly function as a team by sharing their locations, discoveries,
search patterns and more. Large ATRs could carry many smaller robots and provide them with
localized control and power.



These smaller more specialized robots will have cameras, sonar, heat sensors, motion
detectors and can be sent out by the large ATRs as needed. Smaller robots might work together to
perform tasks such as moving a large obstacle.

“Within 10 years,” says roboticist Joanne Pransky, “I hope to purchase a robot that not only
performs household cleaning and prepares and serves meals, but could carry me to the bathtub if |
can’t walk, monitor my vital signs, and if I need a medical specialist from afar, could remotely
become his or her eyes, hands, and ears.”

How are technology companies building smart cities?

The principle technologies that underpin smart cities projects include Cloud computing, the
Internet of Things (10T), big data, and artificial intelligence (Al).

The first step in building a smart city is to develop its information infrastructures. For
example, the government of Saudi Arabia is developing Yanbu Industrial City into a smart city.
This will allow it to manage the city’s massive growth rate and prepare Yanbu for the inevitable
decline in the oil industry. To achieve this, the government asked Huawei to spearhead a three-
phase smart city implementation program.

The first phase involved a simultaneous initiative to improve roads, buildings, power grids,
and optical networks, while a telecommunications operator enhanced communications
infrastructure. Huawei’s role was to deliver advanced data centres, GSM/3G/LTE technology, and
assist in the deployment and management of all technologies.

This phase was to provide the foundation on which the city would then improve security
via surveillance cameras, deliver Wi-Fi to the majority of the city, and implement policies such as
smart waste management (putting sensors in bins so that the waste management administrators can
plan routes in real time to maximise efficiency) and smart streetlights (which help reduce power
costs associated with running the city by allowing light brightness to adjust based on
environmental conditions).



The city even implemented smart manhole covers, which could only be opened when
maintenance was required, to protect the underground from attacks.

With two of the three phases now complete, the city of Yanbu is reaping significant returns
from this investment. Road maintenance costs are down 20 per cent, and the cost of the public
lighting system has dropped 30 per cent. The third phase includes a big data analytics platform,
loT data platform, and communications integration platform.

But what’s in the future for the Internet? The last few years have pointed toward mobile
computing. Wireless computer networks and high-speed cellular communication make it easy to
connect to the Internet. Some devices remain perpetually connected unless you turn them off or
set them to airplane mode. | think these trends point to what the Internet will be in 2050 --
pervasive.

The evolution of the Internet and the evolution of mobile computing will be one and the
same. We’ll start to see Internet capability in more devices and products. Networking coverage
will increase. Wireless networks will act as the primary access point for most devices. The
machines acting as the backbone for the Internet will rely upon high-speed physical connections
capable of transmitting data at a blistering speed. Sending the equivalent of a Blu-ray disc full of
data across a network in the blink of an eye will be the norm.

In this world, we’ll experience a reality forged from the physical world around us and the
digital world we create to exist on top of it. We’ll be able to view this world dozens of different
ways. By 2050, it's not unreasonable to guess that we could have eye implants allowing us to see
the digital world without the need for a display. Even if we decide that altering ourselves is
ethically questionable, we can achieve a similar effect just by building display capabilities into a
pair of glasses.

Imagine looking around you and activating a digital overlay that gives you volumes of
information about your surroundings. You could use this capability to perform mundane tasks such
as finding a place to grab a bite to eat or look up a landlord's contact information. But that's just
the beginning! What if you could swap out the view so that you could see what your surroundings
looked like centuries ago? Imagine touring a city like Rome and with a simple command viewing
it as if you were present when Julius Caesar became emperor. A pervasive Internet coupled with
the right mobile technology could make it happen.

It’s possible that in this future, privacy becomes obsolete. As we move to a mobile, social
and pervasive Internet, we may see our private information become part of the public record. What
if you could use that same pair of glasses and Internet connection to look up information about
someone standing near you? Imagine meeting someone you'd like to date. You decide to see what
this person is like, so you execute a quick command to take a look at what the Internet has to say
about him or her. Through facial recognition software and a connection to the Internet, you have
instant access to public information about your interest, including any social networks he or she
might belong to. It all appears in a cloud around the person and soon you know his or her interests,
opinions and even relationship status. But don’t feel creepy for doing it — other people are doing
the same thing to you at the same time.
