The student consistently adds value to the discussion. It is evident that the student has read
and reflected upon the assigned readings prior to entering into the discussion with peers and
instructor. Comments made indicate an understanding of the major concepts studied, and are
relevant to the discussion. The student’s comments are respectful of others and their views,
and demonstrate appropriate communication (no flaming, dominating comments, or
disruptive comments). The student attends to the discussion topic at hand, and stays
focused. The student’s posting or response is of appropriate length.

Average = 2 points

It is evident that the student has read the material, but has not reflected on it in any depth.
The contributions to discussion are clearly tied to what s/he has read, and do not go beyond
the required reading material. There is little value-added. The learner’s comments are
respectful of others and their views, and demonstrate appropriate communication (no
flaming, dominating comments, or disruptive comments). The student attends to the
discussion topic at hand, and stays focused. The student’s posting or response is of
appropriate length.

Superficial = 1 points

The student may participate in discussion, but comments may be infrequent, untimely, or
indicate a lack of preparation prior to responding. Participation does not indicate familiarity
with the concepts or readings, and comments are not always relevant to the topic being
discussed. The student’s comments are respectful of others and their views, and demonstrate
appropriate communication (no flaming, dominating comments, or disruptive comments).
The comments may not be of appropriate length.



Non-Helpful = 0 point

The student’s comments are unrelated to the discussion, or the student is disrespectful of
others views, attempts to dominate the discussion, demonstrates inappropriate
communication such as flaming, or is inattentive to the discussion at hand generating side
discussions which tend to disrupt others focus of attention.

Critical reading test
Ralph Waldo Emerson is one of America’s best-known essayists. In 1837 he was called on
to give the Phi Beta Kappa address to Harvard students and their guests. He spoke on “The
American Scholar.”

It is remarkable, the character of the pleasure we derive from the best books. They impress
us with the conviction that one nature wrote and the same reads. We read the verses of one
of the great English poets, of Chaucer, of Marvell, of Dryden, with the most modern joy,—
with a pleasure, I mean, which is in great part caused by the abstraction of all time from
their verses. There is some awe mixed with the joy of our surprise, when this poet, who
lived in some past world, two or three hundred years ago, says that which lies close to my
own soul, that which | also had well-nigh thought and said. But for the evidence thence
afforded to the philosophical doctrine of the identity of all minds, we should suppose some
preestablished harmony, some foresight of souls that were to be, and some preparation of
stores for their future wants, like the fact observed in insects, who lay up food before death
for the young grub they shall never see. | would not be hurried by any love of system, by
any exaggeration of instincts, to underrate the Book. We all know, that as the human body
can be nourished on any food, though it were boiled grass and the broth of shoes, so the
human mind can be fed by any knowledge. And great and heroic men have existed who had
almost no other information than by the printed page. | would only say that it needs a strong
head to bear that diet. One must be an inventor to read well. As the proverb says, “He that
would bring home the wealth of the Indies, must carry out the wealth of the Indies.” There
is then creative reading as well as creative writing. When the mind is braced by labor and
invention, the page of whatever book we read becomes luminous with manifold allusion.
Every sentence is doubly significant, and the sense of our author is as broad as the world.
We then see, what is always true, that as the seer’s hour of vision is short and rare among
heavy days and months, so is its record, perchance, the least part of his volume. The
discerning will read, in his Plato or Shakespeare, only that least part,—only the authentic
utterances of the oracle;— all the rest he rejects, were it never so many times Plato’s and
Shakespeare’s. Of course there is a portion of reading quite indispensable to a wise man.
History and exact science he must learn by laborious reading. Colleges, in like manner, have
their indispensable office,—to teach elements. But they can only highly serve us when they
aim not to drill, but to create; when they gather from far every ray of various genius to their
hospitable halls, and by the concentrated fires, set the hearts of their youth on flame.

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Assignment 3 “Critical analysis essay”
Step 1: Critical Reading
The initial step to critical analysis to read carefully and thoroughly, identifying the author’s
thesis. Most of your information will come from reading different sources and understanding
different takes and opinions on the same issue. You must pay attention to details, recognize the



author's’ rhetorical devices, biases, and assumptions. As a critical reader, it is your job to
pinpoint the author’s motives and dissect the text for meaning. Understanding how the author
tries to achieve their purposes and gain your trust is the whole point of critical reading.

Step 2: Critical Analysis Writing
It is your duty to help the world understand the subject to the fullest extent.

Step 3: Summarize
The first thing to do is provide a summary of your source (event, article, work of art, etc.). This
is done to demonstrate that you have fully understood what you’re talking about. Summaries
should not contain your argument or show any bias towards the source you’re about to discuss.

Step 4: Write a Thesis
After you have summarized the work, it is time to write a thesis statement. In a critical analysis
essay, the thesis statement is usually your reaction to the source that you have analyzed. As
noted before, your opinion is subjective; expect it to be challenged in the future. However, if you
can articulate your personal opinion carefully and thoroughly, the reader will trust you.

Step 5: Creating a Critical Analysis Essay Outline
An outline helps to put your arguments in order. Creating a good overview will help you write a
critical analysis essay fast and be consistent with your message. Before writing a critical analysis
essay, make sure you have an outline which organizes your thoughts into a coherent critical
essay structure. Conclude the essay with a traditional essay conclusion by restating the thesis and
offering some final thoughts. Summarize your reactions and outtakes from your analysis.

Greeks still relevant?
6 Ancient Egypt. Tackle the controversies surrounding the pyramids of Giza. Was it slaves or
aliens who built them?
7 Money ruined sports. Analyze the argument to establish whether it’s true or false.
8 Should cybersports be considered sports?
