While basic issues — such as "What is the subject matter to be?' and 'How
can/should it be conceptualised and investigated?' — have remained largely unchanged throughout
psychology's history, the proposed solutions have not, and this is where the discipline's evolution
has largely taken place. There are different theoretical approaches to psychological problems such
as behaviourist, psychodynamic, humanistic, cognitive, neurobiological (biogenic), social
constructionist, feminist and evolutionary. What distinguishes different theoretical approaches is
their views about the nature of human beings, and the appropriate methods for investigating them.
Other key differences concern definitions and explanations of 'normality’ and 'abnormality’, and
the appropriate ways of treating psychological problems. It could be argued that such a diversity
of viewpoints is both inevitable (human beings are such complex creatures that no single approach
could adequately capture the nature of their behaviour) and healthy (it prevents dogmatism, allows
debate, and each approach can contribute something of value). Ironically, though, this same
diversity has led some to claim that psychology cannot be considered to be a science. Different
theoretical approaches can be seen as self-contained disciplines, as well as different facets of the
same discipline.

Juli 2017 wird Hamburg in allen Nachrichtenkanilen, in den Newsportalen
und Zeitungen rund um den Globus prisent sein: Man wird in den Berichten und Reportagen
die Elbphilharmonie sehen, das neue spektakuldre Wahrzeichen der Stadt, viele Fahnen und
prominente Gesichter der internationalen Politik. Hamburg, als Hafen- und Handelsstadt aus
Tradition offen und weltgewandt, ist an diesen beiden Tagen Gastgeberin des Treffens der
Staats- und Regierungschefs der ,,Gruppe der zwanzig*, kurz G20, der fiihrenden Industrie- und
Schwellenlédnder. Deutschland hat 2017 die Priasidentschaft der G20 inne und l4dt unter dem
Motto ,,Eine vernetzte Welt gestalten* in die Hansestadt ein.

US-Prisident Donald Trump wird zu diesem Anlass erstmals in Deutschland zu Gast
sein. Neu in der Riege der G20-Gipfelteilnehmer sind auch der franzdsische Prisident
Emmanuel Macron und Siidkoreas neues Staatsoberhaupt Moon Jae-in. Wenn der Gipfel mit
insgesamt mehr als 30 Delegationen, rund 4000 Journalisten und einem groen Aufgebot an
Sicherheitskriften in Hamburg tagt, ist ein wesentlicher Teil der Arbeit der G20-Prasidentschaft
allerdings schon getan: Seit Deutschland den Vorsitz Ende 2016 von China iibernommen hat,
fanden eine Vielzahl von Beratungen auf Arbeitsebene der Ministerien der G20-Lander und der
Minister selbst statt. Auflerdem hat sich Bundeskanzlerin Angela Merkel mit Vertretern der
Zivilgesellschaft getroffen, die ausdriicklich teilhaben soll an der Gestaltung der globalen
Herausforderungen.

Die Globalisierung aber stofe heute ,,wie nie zuvor auf erbitterten Widerstand®,
konstatiert Professor Amrita Narlikar, Priasidentin des GIGA German Institute of Global and
Area Studies, in Hamburg. Dies zeige sich an der gegen den Freihandel gerichteten Politik von
Prasident Trump, dem Brexit-Referendum und der Entwicklung rechtspopulistischer
Bewegungen. Globalisierungskritik wird vor und wiahrend des Gipfels aber auch von Aktivisten
und zivilgesellschaftlichen Gruppen kommen — friedliche, aber lautstarke Proteste sind seit
Langem angekiindigt. Narlikar sieht die G20 indes als das beste Forum, um die Globalisierung
neu auszuhandeln. Fiir die Expertin lassen die Wirtschaftsdaten keinen Zweifel: ,,Insgesamt hat
die Globalisierung in allen Ldndern Wachstum und Wohlstand hervorgebracht®, sagt sie,
wiahrend Entglobalisierung ein sicheres Rezept fiir den Abbau des nationalen Wohlstands sei.
Die deutsche G20-Prisidentschaft sieht Narlikar ,,vor einer beispiellosen Herausforderung®.

La grammaire est définie comme la science qui se propose de montrer la structure d'une
langue et les mécanismes du langage, d'expliquer les régles de changement et de combinaison des
mots formant un énoncé (une phrase). La grammaire se subdivise en deux parties: la morphologie
qui étudie les changements des mots et la syntaxe, science de la combinaison des mots en phrases.

Les unités principales de la langue, étudiées dans la grammaire sont: le morphéme, le mot,
le terme de proposition, la combinaison de mots (le syntagme), la proposition (la phrase). Les deux
premicres sont étudiées dans la morphologie, les autres relévent de la syntaxe, qui s'occupe aussi
des unités superphrastiques et de I'organisation du texte.

La linguistique établit la différence entre la langue-systéme et la parole (ou le discours),
réalisation des possibilités offertes par le systéme lors de la formation des énoncés. On distingue
deux aspects de l'organisation de la langue: le systéme (la structure), ensemble d'éléments lies entre
eux par toute sorte de rapports, et la norme, forme établie des éléments linguistiques. La parole a
également deux aspects: 1'usage, sélection nonindividuelle des moyens offerts par la langue, et la
parole individuelle, réalisation individuelle, qui n'est pas du ressort de la grammaire.

L'utilisation des moyens linguistiques dans le discours s'appelle réalisation ou
actualisation. L'actualisation est I'identification du signe virtuel de la langue-systéme a 1'objet de
la réalité dont on parle. On reléve deux approches principales des faits de grammaire: lI'approche
mentaliste qui fait appel au contenu sémantique des faits grammaticaux, et I'approche formaliste
qui nie la nécessité de tenir compte des facteurs se trouvant au-dehors de la langue elle-méme. La
méthode formaliste est a la base des grammaires dites formelles (grammaire distributive,
grammaire générative), l'approche mentaliste a donné naissance aux grammaires logiques,
psychologiques, situationnelles. Vu que les phénomeénes linguistiques ne sont pas homogenes, ni
les grammaires formelles, ni les grammaires mentalistes ne peuvent a elles seules expliquer les
faits grammaticaux de facon adéquate. La grammaire fonctionnelle cherche a éviter les approches
unilatérales de celles-ci. Elle étudie les fonctions de chaque forme grammaticale en signalant leur
caractere sémantique ou asémantique.

L'approche fonctionnelle tient compte de 1'asymétrie des formes linguistiques. Dans chaque
secteur de la structure de la langue on distingue le noyau et la périphérie. L'asymétrie fonctionnelle
consiste en ce qu'une méme forme grammaticale peut avoir plusieurs fonctions différentes. On
peut distinguer les types de fonctions suivants: 1) fonction primaire significative, qui se manifeste
dans I'opposition; elle détermine la place paradigmatique de la forme et se réalise dans le contexte
minimal; 2) fonctions secondaires — a) fonction de neutralisation (lorsque la forme a un sens
généralisant); b) fonction sémantique de transposition qui consiste a conférer a une forme la
fonction d'un autre terme du méme paradigme; ¢) fonction secondaire non-significative. Les
fonctions secondaires se réalisent dans des contextes appropriés. Les éléments linguistiques sont
réunis par des rapports Syntag-matiques et paradigmatiques qui constituent la base de différentes
méthodes d'analyse grammaticale: distributive, transformationnelle, componentielle,
contextuelle, A ces quatre méthodes qualitatives s'ajoute la méthode quantitative, statistique.

What Is Sociology?

The word ‘sociology’ comes from the Latin, socius (companion) and the Greekology
(study of). Sociology is the study of human behaviour in society. Sociologists are interested in the
study of people and have learned a fundamental lesson: all human behaviour occurs in societal
context. That context — the institutions and culture that surround us — shapes what people do and
think. The discipline itself has an ambivalent genealogy and a controversial recent history as the
newest of the social science. Historically, the word itself was first used by Auguste Compte. In the
aftermath of industrial revolution and consequent political upheavals we can see the concern with
society as such as a direct object of study. In Compte’s work sociology was to be the highest
achievement of science, producing knowledge of the laws of the social world, equivalent to our
knowledge of the laws of nature. In its present form, sociology embraces a range of different views
concerning both what a social science should comprise and what might be the proper subject-
matter of sociology in particular. There are three general conceptions of the object of sociological
interest. The first states that the proper object of sociology is social structure, in the sense of
patterns of relationships which have an independent existence, over and above the individuals and
the groups that occupy positions in these structures. There are two main versions of this approach:
Marxism, which conceptualizes the structures of modes of production, and Parsonian structural-
functionalism which identifies systems, subsystems and role structures. A second perspective
deems the proper object of sociology to lie in something that we might call, with Durkheim,
collective representations: meanings and ways of cognitively organizing the world which have a
continued existence over and above the individuals who are socialized into them. Much modern
structuralist and post-modernist work (in particular discourseanalysis) can be seen as a part of this
tradition. Finally, there are those for whom the proper object of sociological attention is
meaningful social action, in the sense intended by Max Weber. The implicit or explicit assumption
behind this approach is that there is no such thing as society: merely individuals and groups
entering into social relationships with each other. An education in sociology can help you think
logically and analytically about society and its problems. Key concepts of sociological view are
social structure, social institution, social change and social interaction. Social structures are
organized patterns of social relationships and social institutions that together constitute society.
Social structure is not “a thing” but refers to the fact that social forces, not always visible to the
human eye, guide and shape human behaviour. Social institutions are defined as established and
organized systems of social behaviour with a particular and recognized purpose. The family,
religion, marriage, government, and the economy are examples of major social institutions.
Sociologists are also interested in social change — the alterations of society over time. Sociologists
view society as both stable, but constantly changing. Sociologists see social interaction as
behaviour between two or more people that is given meaning. Through social interaction people
react and change, depending on the actions and reactions of others. Society results from social
interaction; thus people are active agents in what society becomes. Sociological research derives
from the scientific method, meaning that it relies on empirical observation, and, sometimes, the
testing of hypothesis. The research process involves several steps: developing a research question,
creating a research design, collecting data, analyzing the data, developing conclusions and
reporting results. Different designs are appropriate to different questions, but sociologists have to
be concerned about the validity, reliability and generalization of their studies. There are several
tools or techniques sociologists use to gather data. Among the most widely used are survey
research and interviews, participant observation, controlled experiment, content analysis,
comparative and historical research. Each has its own strengths and weaknesses. Surveys, for
example, tend to be more generalizable than participant observation, but they are unable to capture
the subtle nuances in social behaviour and its meaning that participant observation can. Although
no research in any field can always be value free, sociological research nonetheless strives for
objectivity while recognizing that the values of the research may have some influence on the work.



There are ethical considerations in doing sociological research, such as whether one should collect
data without letting research subjects (people) know they are being observed. Sociology is
sometimes seen, at least by sociologists, as a queen of the social sciences, bringing together and
extending the knowledge and insights of all the other adjacent disciplines. People often hold
degrees in sociology and work with sociological skills. They can be employed as lecturers in
colleges and universities, as researchers in research centers, in government positions, private
organizations and public agencies. Sociologists have an important role in education, in community
and public services, and in the development of public policy.

Die Agenda des Gipfeltreffens umfasst die grolen Themen der globalen Gemeinschaft: Es
geht um aktuelle Fragen von Weltwirtschaft und Welthandel, um die Themen Beschiftigung,
Finanzmaérkte und internationale Finanzarchitektur. Die G20 hat nach dem Ausbruch der globalen
Finanzkrise 2008 eine wichtige Rolle bei der Stabilisierung von Volkswirtschaften und
Finanzmarkten gespielt. Auch ein Jahrzehnt spéter gilt es, die noch spiirbaren Folgen zu
tiberwinden und an der Robustheit des globalen Finanzsystems zu arbeiten — auch wenn sich die
Lage der Weltwirtschaft seitdem verbessert hat.

Doch die G20 fokussiert bei ihrem zwdlften Treffen ldngst nicht mehr wie zu ihrer
Griindungszeit 2008/t:2009 auf Themen aus Wirtschaft und Finanzen. SchlieBlich hingt in der
globalisierten Welt alles mit allem zusammen. Klimawandel und Energie, die Umsetzung der
Agenda 2030 fiir nachhaltige Entwicklung, Digitalisierung, Gesundheit und die Stirkung von
Frauen sind daher ebenso zentrale Punkte fiir die G20 wie die Bekdmpfung von Fluchtursachen,
Terrorismus und Korruption. Auch wenn die Beschliisse der G20 nicht bindend sind, kénnen sie
viel politische Schlagkraft entwickeln.

Initiativen, die die Bundesregierung wahrend ihrer erfolgreichen G7-Prasidentschaft 2015
auf Schloss Elmau in Bayern angestoBen hat, will sie auch in das groBere G20-Format
iibernehmen: zum Beispiel die G7-Initiativen fiir nachhaltige globale Lieferketten, eine bessere
internationale Vorbereitung auf Gesundheitskrisen oder den weltweiten Kampf gegen
Antibiotikaresistenzen. Gro3en Wert legt die deutsche Présidentschaft darauf, die Partnerschaft
mit Afrika weiter zu vertiefen. Mit interessierten afrikanischen Partnerldndern, die auch nach
Hamburg eingeladen sind, sollen die Rahmenbedingungen fiir nachhaltige Privatinvestitionen und
Investitionen in Infrastruktur und erneuerbare Energien gestirkt werden. Diese Initiative soll
zudem in weitere gesellschaftliche Bereiche hineinwirken — wie die Verringerung der aus dem
Klimawandel folgenden Risiken und eine starkere Rolle der Frauen.

La catégorie grammaticale représente 1 ' unité de la valeur grammaticale et de la forme
grammaticale. La valeur grammaticale se manifeste par l'opposition de deux ou plusieurs
significations catégorielles; sur le plan de l'expression elle se reflete, quant a la catégorie
morphologique, dans le changement de la forme du mot ou, pour les catégories syntaxiques, dans
celui de l'ordre des mots, de l'intonation ou dans I'emploi des mots-outils. A la base de toute
catégorie grammaticale se trouve une opposition de sens doublée d'une opposition de formes. La
binarit¢ est le minimum sémantique d'une catégorie grammaticale, qui peut, cependant,
comprendre plusieurs oppositions (catégories ternaires, etc).

Par rapport a la réalit¢ extralinguistique, on distingue les catégories sémantiques
(subjectives et objectives) reflétant les phénomenes de la réalité, et les catégories non-
significatives, asémantiques remplissant uniquement une fonction de structure. Par rapport aux
classes de mots, on distingue les catégories clas-sificatoires et modificatoires. Parmi ces derniéres,
s'opposent les catégories Pllrement grammaticales s'étendant a tous les mots de la méme classe, et
les catégories lexico-grammaticales qui n'affectent qu'une partie des mots d'une classe.

La valeur grammaticale differe de la valeur lexicale par les traits suivants: a) fonction
nominative nonautonome; b) sens abstrait catégoriel; c). extension a une grande série de mots; d)



caractere obligatoire pour une classe (ou série) donnée de mots; e) référence constante du mot; f)
caractére fermé du systeéme. L'interaction sémantique et fonctionnelle entre le lexique et la
grammaire se manifeste par leur interaction proprement dite ou leur compensation réciproque. On
y reléve notamment: a) restrictions imposées par le lexique a 1'emploi des formes grammaticales;
b) modification de sens lexical sous I'effet des formes grammaticales; ¢) grammaticalisation des
¢léments lexicaux; d) lexicalisation des éléments grammaticaux. La grammaticalisation suit la
désémantisation du lexéme, celle-ci étant facilitée par le sens large du mot, son emploi transitif ou
redondant, par la présence des formes de suppléance.

L'aspect formel de la catégorie grammaticale est li¢ au probléme des limites du mot,
difficiles a établir en francais. Les critéres phonétiques, sémantiques, structuro-grammaticaux ne
suffisent pas, a eux seuls, a délimiter le mot. D'ou les tentatives d'exclure le mot de la description
linguistique (Bally, Martinet, etc). Mais le mot reste la notion fondamentale de la science
linguistique; il faut seulement faire la distinction entre la forme analytique d'un mot et une
combinaison de mots.

Sous l'aspect grammatical, il importe dé différencier: a) le mot de forme synthétique; b) la
forme analytique du mot: mot auxiliaire (ou morphéme autonome) + é¢lément de mot indépendant;
c) la forme analytique du terme de proposition: mot-outil + mot indépendant; d) la combinaison
de deux termes de proposition. Les moyens de I'expression grammaticale en frangais sont: la
flexion, 1'agglutination, la suppléance, la flexion détachable (mot auxiliaire). L'environnement et
I'emploi des mots-outils sont des procédés d'ordre syntaxique. La flexion en frangais manque de
régularité. Le francais emploie beaucoup de formes analytiques.
