The Annual Youth Forum in Russia

"Seliger" 1s the Russian Youth Forum, which first took place in 2005 at the Lake of
Seliger in the Tver region, near the town of Ostashkov (370 km from Moscow). The
organizer of the forum is the Federal Agency for Youth Affairs. Before 2008 the forum
was organized by the youth movement "Nashi" (“Ours”).

In 2005, it was attended by about three thousand members of the youth movement
"Nashi". Since 2009, the forum is open to the entire active youth. Due to political
stability in the country, it was decided to expand the thematic fields of the forum
significantly. In 2014, the work of the Youth Forum “Seliger” was organized in four
separate forums: the “Youth Projects Forum 17, “Youth Projects Forum 2”, “Forum
“Russia in the center” , “Civil Forum”. The song "Who if it is not us," firmly entrenched
among the participants as a hymn of the Forum.

Eight of the 25 shifts were held for the first time in 2014. These shifts were: the Spiritual
Foundations of Russia, Young Lawyers of Russia, Economy of the Future, Young
Designers and Architects, Russian Truth, Youth Self-Government, The Librarian of the
Future, Russia's Regions. More than 800 young people from 147 countries took an
education program during a special International Shift.
