Motivation e

Most people think about motivation in terms of needs that must be met
to achieve a state of comfort. When behaviour occurs, we assume that it
has done so to achieve some goal. If the behaviour succeeds, the result
is satisfaction; if not, frustration. The study of motivation is, therefore,
concerned with those factors that arouse, sustain, and direct behaviour.

One usefu! analysis of human motivation (Maslow, 1970) suggests
that we have a hierarchy of needs that we will be concerned with
satisfying. Our most basic needs come first, then we are able to direct
energy at higher level needs. The most basic needs are the fundamental
physiological ones - hunger, thirst, and avoidance of pain. Only when
these are satisfied are we able to worry about the next level - which
Maslow described as the safety needs - to feel secure and out of danger:
shelter, defence, etc. The next level of needs is seen to be social - the
need to belong to a group, 1o be loved and wanted. Esteem comes next
-the need to feel competent, to achieve something, to gain the approval
of our fellows. Maslow completes his pyramid of needs with the need for
self-actualisation, to be the best that we can possibly be, to fulfil our own
unique potential.

What assumptions about human L

behaviour underlie asylum judgments?

In order to claim recognition as a refugee, individuals must give a
‘plausible’ account of persecution. Decision-makers must then decide on
the truthfulness of the account, and whether the person fits the legal
definition of a refugee. Decision-makers often have little corroborating
evidence, and must make an assessment of credibility, largely a
subjective response, involving a reliance on assumptions about human
behaviour, judgments, attitudes, and how a truthful account is presented.
This article describes a study of the assumptions in judgments made by
UK immigration judges. Assumptions were defined and a coding structure
used to systematically extract a list of assumptions from a series of
written determinations. These assumptions were then submitted to an
inductive thematic analysis. The resulting themes are compared briefly
to the psychological and psychiatric literature, raising the question
of whether assumptions used in asylum decision-making are in line
with current empirical evidence about human behaviour. The article
recommends cross-disciplinary research to build an evidence base in order
to help inform the decision-making process in this crucial area of law.

behavioural economics An approach to economic
analysis that incorporates psychological insights
into individual behaviour to explain economic
decisions. Behavioural economics is motivated
by the observation of anomalies that cannot
be explained by standard models of choice. It
provides an explanation for the anomalies by
introducing human and social cognitive and
emotional biases into the decision-making
process.

The writing is generally insightful and, a
clear strength here, pragmatically oriented to the
realities of social life in the twenty-first century
and the social work task within that. There is
a sense of balance to the volumes, although, if
pushed to choose between the two, Volume 2 has
more to offer, and is, as mentioned above, better
constructed, in my view.
