General linguistics may be defined as the science of language. It is desirable to consider the
difference between general linguistics as the science or scientific study of language and the study
of individual languages. The latter study is more familiar to the majority of people, while the study
of linguistics, at least, in its present form is less familiar.

In studying linguistics the scholars attempt to answer many questions about the nature of language.
The following are basic:

- how are speech sounds made, and how are they transmitted to, and interpreted by hearers
(phonetics)?

- how are words and sentences put together and arranged in a language (grammar and lexis)?

- how is meaning conveyed in language (semantics)?

- how language varies in society (sociolinguistics)?

But there are many other important questions that linguistics attempts to answer, for example:

- how do children learn language: is language learning an innate capacity in human beings?

- what is the relation of language to the brain?

- how and why does language vary regionally and in different social contexts?

- how and why do languages change in the course of time and how are they related to one another?
- how is a conversation structured?

- what are the differences between spoken and written language?

- how is language used in different forms of literature (poetry, drama, prose)?

When we treat language as a science, we can:

Start with general theories that explain why languages are the way they are. Chomsky’s
theory, for example, says that there is a universal basis, or faculty, in the mind, innate in every
human and dedicated to language, that incorporates the basic features of language. What we all do
while learning our mother tongue at a tender age, then, is determine relationships between these



features based on the data we get by exposure to an unorganized and random set of utterances via
interaction with other speakers.

Then, these theories generate testable hypotheses, rules, and falsifiable predictions about
what occurs in a language, relative to all human languages. The data used to test these hypotheses
are native speakers’ intuitions on the grammatical and ungrammatical nature of the sentences of
their language: What we study is what people implicitly know about their language. We do not
study whether sentences abide by the ‘rules’ of grammar, but whether grammatical and
ungrammatical sentences can be explained with the hypotheses we make.

And finally, we see how well these theories can accommodate empirical data. This can
result in hypotheses being changed, refined, or even abandoned after they are tested. As our
theories about the structure of language grow, they help to inform theories of how languages might
be learned.

Morphemes are the minimal units of words that have a meaning and cannot be subdivided
further. There are two main types: free and bound. Free morphemes can occur alone and bound
morphemes must occur with another morpheme. An example of a free morpheme is "bad"”, and an
example of a bound morpheme is "ly." It is bound because although it has meaning, it cannot stand
alone. It must be attached to another morpheme to produce a word.

Free morpheme: bad

Bound morpheme: -ly

Word: badly

When we talk about words, there are two groups: lexical (or content) and function (or
grammatical) words. Lexical words are called open class words and include nouns, verbs,
adjectives and adverbs. New words can regularly be added to this group. Function words, or closed
class words, are conjunctions, prepositions, articles and pronouns; and new words cannot be (or
are very rarely) added to this class.

Affixes are often the bound morpheme. This group includes prefixes, suffixes, infixes, and
circumfixes. Prefixes are added to the beginning of another morpheme, suffixes are added to the
end, infixes are inserted into other morphemes, and circumfixes are attached to another morpheme
at the beginning and end.

Drama is a play in literature, and a playwright composes it. It portrays fictional or non-
fictional stories. To explain away certain events, characters, or stories, a drama is produced, using
dialogues or actions. It can be performed on stage, radio or on big screens as in films. Conflicts,
emotions and impressive characters are required to produce a high-quality drama. There are many
forms of drama but some of the most common are: comedy, tragedy, musical
drama and melodrama. Let us have a brief explanation of these types of drama.

Comedy is a type of drama, which is lighter in tone. Its purpose is to make the audience
laugh and amuse them. It has a happy ending. Very unusual circumstances are there coupled with
quick and witty remarks. People consider it as the most entertaining and fun form of drama and
literature. An example of a comedy drama is *The Comedy of Errors’ by William Shakespeare.



Tragedy is the type of drama that has a dark theme. It portrays suffering, pain, longing, and often
death. An example of a tragedy drama is ‘Romeo and Juliet’ by William Shakespeare.

A musical drama tells a story with dialogues, songs, music, and dance. These things convey the
emotions in the drama. An example of a musical drama is ‘4 Star is Born’, which starred Lady
Gaga. Melodrama is a kind of drama that portrays exaggerated emotions like tension or excitement.
It arouses the same emotions in the audience and makes them indulged in it. The situation and the
dialogues are more important in a melodrama than action. An example of a melodrama
is ‘Still Life, Brief Encounter’ by Noel Coward.

Modernism can be broadly defined as the multinational cultural movement that took hold
in the late 19th century and reached its empyrean on the eve of World War 1. Turning away from
British poet Alfred Lord Tennyson’s elegiac mode and the habit of revelling in self-pity, there
was a shift to a kind of intellectual and complex poetry of John Donne, the “unified sensibility”
of metaphysical poets which had been remiss in English Literature since seventeenth century. In
the early 20th century, novelists such as Henry James and Virginia Woolf experimented with
shifts in time and narrative points of view. The most striking feature of 20th century English
literary history was the revolution of poetic taste and practice rejecting the view of poetry
proffered by Palgrave’s Golden Treasury, in favour of one which saw poetry become more
symbolist and cerebral.

T.S. Eliot who had just settled in England prior to the First World War (and would later
give up his American citizenship for a British residence) and Ezra Pound, the literary gadfly,
whose presence ruffled quite a few literary feathers in 1912, were the major proponents of
Modernism.
