Retro brands retooled



When you stand before the urbane facade of the Gucci store in Milan’s Galleria Vittorio Emanu-
ele Il —a 19th-century shopping arcade that is as far from a suburban mall as it is possible to im-
agine — words like ‘melodrama’ and ‘bloodshed’ don’t exactly leap to mind. But as part of the
brand royal family, Gucci has grabbed more than its fair share of headlines.

Along with Burberry, Gucci is probably the finest example of image turnaround in the history of
fashion. So revered is the story of its reinvention that ‘doing a Gucci’ has become a stock phrase,
whispered like a mantra by all those trying to resurrect a designer relic. After Gucci’s success,
everyone assumes they can take a half-forgotten label and bring it up to date in a cool, iconoclas-
tic kind of way. Unfortunately, not everyone is Tom Ford.

The story began in 1922, when Guccio Gucci opened a company making upmarket baggage in
Florence. Legend has it that the young Gucci had spent several months working at the Savoy ho-
tel in London, where he noticed a nascent market of rich globetrotters, and correctly assumed
they would be keen purchasers of luxury luggage and accessories. Italy’s leather-goods savoir-
faire and its instinctive adoption of family businesses favoured the growth of Gucci’s empire,
and Guccio soon had outposts in Rome and Milan.

In the 1950s, Guccio’s son Aldo opened a boutique in New York — which was to be followed
over time by branches in London, Tokyo, Hong Kong, and Paris. Rather like Hermes, Gucci
profited from post-war consumer culture and the new marketing techniques that were being de-
veloped alongside it. The brand’s iconic bamboo-handled bag, the 0063, appeared in 1957 and
was quickly adopted by the likes of Jackie Kennedy and Liz Taylor. Gucci loafers found their
way on to the feet of John Wayne. In 1964, the company produced a silk scarf in homage to
Grace Kelly, which she wore in the presence of the paparazzi.

Architecture’s Future
By Russell A. Davidson

“A future for architecture depends upon a new sense of reality, a different success ideal, a
deeper social consciousness,” said Frank Lloyd Wright in a lecture at Princeton University in
1930. Although that lecture was published in 1931 by Princeton University Press, it did not be-
come popular until 1953 as part of the Wright anthology The Future of Architecture.

In the middle of the last century, the future seemed bright and full of opportunities. Pro-

moting the impact of excellent design then was an almost evangelical movement and made
America a leader in design thinking. We need to rediscover Wright’s same sense of urgent pur-
pose for the 21st century for an architecture that is global in its outlook and local in its impact.
Architects practice in a unique era today, when technology has never been more powerful yet
social consciousness can be defined, even inspired, by grassroots movements. It is also a time
when success itself, to echo Wright, has once again been redefined — not just by the architect’s
expanded role in society, but by the performance of our buildings and spaces.
Indeed, we have always wondered about architecture’s future, but our sense of reality — the
world in which we work today — is measurable. Architects uniquely prove ourselves to be indis-
pensable by articulating how our work is thoughtful, healthy, conscientious, and, most of all, vi-
tal to our neighbors, our clients, and our communities.

So what does architecture’s future look like from today’s vantage point? Imagine a future
for architects where clients and the public trust and truly value the imagination and technical
skill of our profession. The AIA’s new public website, Topic Architecture, will be instrumental
in helping us get there by engaging clients and design enthusiasts alike.

Imagine a future for architects where AIA membership and involvement carries with it ex-
pertise in communicating our value. The Institute’s public awareness effort, building on last
year’s Look Up campaign, will evolve to empower every member to skillfully demonstrate the
value and relevance of all we do. Initiatives will expand beyond a compilation of feel-good ta-
glines to include user-friendly customizable tools and resources available to volunteer leaders
and members across the country.

Imagine a future for architects where we advocate together at federal and state levels to en-
sure prosperity for our futures.

Burj Khalifa

Burj Khalifa has redefined what is possible in the design and engineering of supertall
buildings. By combining cutting-edge technologies and cultural influences, the building serves as
a global icon that is both a model for future urban centers and speaks to the global movement
towards compact, livable urban areas. The Tower and its surrounding neighborhood are more
centralized than any other new development in Dubai. Burj Khalifa’s architecture has embodied

references to Islamic architecture and yet reflects the modern global community it is designed to
serve. The building’s Y-shaped plan provides the maximum amount of perimeter for windows in
living spaces without developing internal unusable area. As the tapering tower rises, setbacks
occur at the ends of each “wing” in an upward spiraling pattern that decreases the mass of the
tower as the height increases. These setbacks were modeled in the wind tunnel to minimize wind
forces. The design of the Tower was significantly influenced by its performance with respect to
the wind, in both its shaping and orientation.

The building went through many wind tunnel tests and design iterations to develop opti-
mum performance. The exterior cladding, comprised of aluminum and textured stainless steel
spandrel panels, was designed to withstand Dubai’s extreme temperatures during the summer
months by using a low-E glass to provide enhanced thermal insulation. Vertical polished stain-
less steel fins were added to accentuate Burj Khalifa’s height and slenderness. The unprecedent-
ed height of the Burj Khalifa required it to be an innovative building in many ways. Design tech-
niques, building systems, and construction practices all required rethinking, and in many cases
new applications, to create a practical and efficient building. The structural system, termed a
“buttressed core,” is designed to efficiently support a supertall building utilizing a strong central
core, buttressed by its three wings. The vertical structure is tied together at the mechanical floors
through outrigger walls in order to maximize the building’s stiffness. The result is an efficient
system where all of the building’s vertical structure is used to support both gravity and lateral
loads.
