1) Advertising is a marketing communication that employs an openly sponsored, non-personal
message to promote or sell a product, service or idea. Sponsors of advertising are typically
businesses wishing to promote their products or services. Advertising is differentiated from public
relations in that an advertiser pays for and has control over the message. It differs from personal
selling in that the message is non-personal, i.e., not directed to a particular individual. Advertising
is communicated through various mass media, including traditional media such as newspapers,
magazines, television, radio, outdoor advertising or direct mail; and new media such as search
results, blogs, social media, websites or text messages. The actual presentation of the message in
a medium is referred to as an advertisement: advert or ad for short.

2) Commercial ads often seek to generate increased consumption of their products or services
through "branding"”, which associates a product name or image with certain qualities in the minds
of consumers. On the other hand, ads that intend to elicit an immediate sale are known as direct-
response advertising. Non-commercial entities that advertise more than consumer products or
services include political parties, interest groups, religious organizations and governmental
agencies. Non-profit organizations may use free modes of persuasion, such as a public service
announcement. Advertising may also help to reassure employees or shareholders that a company
is viable or successful.

3) Marketing refers to activities a company undertakes to promote the buying or selling of a
product, service, or good. It is one of the primary components of business management and
commerce. Marketers can direct their product to other businesses (B2B marketing) or directly to
consumers (B2C marketing). Regardless of who is being marketed to, several factors apply,
including the perspective the marketers will use. Known as market orientations, they determine
how marketers will approach the planning stage of marketing.

The marketing mix, which outlines the specifics of the product and how it will be sold, is
affected by the environment surrounding the product, the results of marketing research and market
research, and the characteristics of the product's target market. Once these factors are determined,
marketers must then decide what methods will be used to promote the product, including use of
coupons and other price inducements.

The term marketing, what is commonly known as attracting customers, incorporates
knowledge gained by studying the management of exchange relationships and is the business
process of identifying, anticipating and satisfying customers' needs and wants.

Journalism is the production and distribution of reports on current events based on facts
and supported with proof or evidence. The word journalism applies to the occupation, as well as
citizen journalists who gather and publish information based on facts and supported with proof or
evidence. Journalistic media include print, television, radio, Internet, and, in the past, newsreels.

Concepts of the appropriate role for journalism vary between countries. In some nations,
the news media are controlled by government intervention and are not fully independent. In others,
the news media are independent of the government but instead operate as private industry. In
addition to the varying nature of how media organizations are run and funded, countries may have
differing implementations of laws handling the freedom of speech and libel cases.

The proliferation of the Internet and smartphones has brought significant changes to the
media landscape since the turn of the 21st century.

Tabloid journalism is a popular style of largely sensationalist journalism (usually
dramatized and sometimes unverifiable or even blatantly false), which takes its name from the
format: a small-sized newspaper (half broadsheet). The size became associated with
sensationalism, and tabloid journalism replaced the earlier label of yellow journalism and scandal
sheets. Not all newspapers associated with tabloid journalism are tabloid size, and not all tabloid-
size newspapers engage in tabloid journalism; in particular, since around the year 2000 many
broadsheet newspapers converted to the more compact tabloid format.™

In some cases, celebrities have successfully sued for libel, demonstrating that tabloid stories
have defamed them. Publications engaging in tabloid journalism are known as rag newspapers.
Tabloid journalism has changed over the last decade to more online platforms that seek to target
and engage youth consumers with celebrity news and entertainment

Gonzo journalism is a style of journalism that is written without claims of objectivity,
often including the reporter as part of the story using a first-person narrative. The word "gonzo™ is
believed to have been first used in 1970 to describe an article about the Kentucky Derby by Hunter
S. Thompson, who popularized the style. It is an energetic first-person participatory writing style
in which the author is a protagonist, and it draws its power from a combination of social critique
and self-satire. It has since been applied to other subjective artistic endeavors.

Gonzo journalism involves an approach to accuracy that concerns the reporting of personal
experiences and emotions, in contrast to traditional journalism, which favors a detached style and
relies on facts or quotations that can be verified by third parties. Gonzo journalism disregards the
strictly-edited product favored by newspaper media and strives for a more personal approach; the
personality of a piece is as important as the event or actual subject of the piece. Use of sarcasm,
humor, exaggeration, and profanity is common.

Face masks in the classroom can ‘disrupt’ learning, headteachers say

Face masks in the classroom can “disrupt” learning, headteachers have said as they urge
ministers not to keep the measure in place for any longer than is “absolutely necessary”.

Geoff Barton, general secretary of the Association of School and College Leaders (ASCL) which
is the largest union for secondary heads, said the use of masks in lessons is “clearly not ideal”.

His remarks came after the Government announced that secondary students will need to
continue wearing masks at school when they return after the Easter break.

Boris Johnson announced in February that when schools returned on March 8, secondary pupils
would need to wear face masks anywhere indoors where they could not socially distance —
including in the classroom — as well as in corridors.

At the time, he said the measure would be in place until Easter, at which point a review would
be carried out. But this week officials at the Department for Education said that pupils must
continue to wear masks during the summer term, in both lessons and corridors, as a "precautionary
measure".

Mr Barton said that he supported the extension but urged ministers to drop the measure next
month.
