The federal court system has three main levels: district courts (the trial court), circuit courts
which are the first level of appeal, and the Supreme Court of the United States, the final level of
appeal in the federal system. There are 94 district courts, 13 circuit courts, and one Supreme
Court throughout the country.

Courts in the federal system work differently in many ways than state courts. The primary difter-
ence for civil cases (as opposed to criminal cases) is the types of cases that can be heard in the
federal system. Federal courts are courts of limited jurisdiction, meaning they can only hear cas-
es authorized by the United States Constitution or federal statutes. The federal district court is
the starting point for any case arising under federal statutes, the Constitution, or treaties. This
type of jurisdiction is called “original jurisdiction.” Sometimes, the jurisdiction of state courts
will overlap with that of federal courts, meaning that some cases can be brought in both courts.
The plaintiff has the initial choice of bringing the case in state or federal court. However, if the
plaintiff chooses state court, the defendant may sometimes choose to “remove” to federal court.

Cases that are entirely based on state law may be brought in federal court under the court’s “di-
versity jurisdiction.” Diversity jurisdiction allows a plaintiff of one state to file a lawsuit in fed-
eral court when the defendant is located in a different state. The defendant can also seek to “re-
move” from state court for the same reason. To bring a state law claim in federal court, all of the
plaintiffs must be located in different states than all of the defendants, and the “amount in con-
troversy” must be more than $75,000. (Note: the rules for diversity jurisdiction are much more
complicated than explained here.)

Criminal cases may not be brought under diversity jurisdiction. States may only bring criminal
prosecutions in state courts, and the federal government may only bring criminal prosecutions in
federal court. Also, important to note, the principle of double jeopardy — which does not allow a
defendant to be tried twice for the same charge — does not apply between the federal and state
government. If, for example, the state brings a murder charge and does not get a conviction, it is
possible for the federal government in some cases to file charges against the defendant if the act
is also illegal under federal law.

Federal judges (and Supreme Court “justices”) are selected by the President and confirmed “with
the advice and consent” of the Senate and “shall hold their Offices during good Behavior.” Judg-
es may hold their position for the rest of their lives, but many resign or retire earlier. They may
also be removed by impeachment by the House of Representatives and conviction by the Senate.
Throughout history, fifteen federal judges have been impeached due to alleged wrongdoing. One
exception to the lifetime appointment is for magistrate judges, which are selected by district
judges and serve a specified term.

Aspiring lawyers will often consider the two most popular roles within a legal career —
barristers and solicitors. While both provide important legal services, there are some key differ-
ences between the two. This article considers the differences between barristers and solicitors
from a variety of perspectives.

Key Differences

In the legal system of England and Wales, both solicitors and barristers are legal professionals
who have distinct roles and responsibilities.

The main difference is that a barrister defends people in Court through effective public speaking
and advocacy, while a solicitor does legal work outside Court. However, there are some excep-
tions to this distinction.

For example, more solicitors are undertaking qualifications to become a solicitor advocate. A
solicitor advocate is a legal professional who is fully qualified as a solicitor, but has the same
‘rights of audience as a barrister’.

What is a Solicitor?

A solicitor is a qualified legal practitioner who can take instructions from clients and advise on
necessary courses of legal action. Solicitors may be responsible for handling legal matters such
as providing legal advice, drafting contracts, and negotiating settlements.

In the event of a Court case, a solicitor will draft legal documents. Solicitors provide clients with
specialist legal advice on a wide variety of legal matters, which are divided into contentious and
non-contentious cases.

Solicitors usually work in law firms or in-house legal departments and often have direct contact
with clients. Clients can range from individuals and groups to public sector organizations and
private companies.

What is a Barrister?

Barristers tend to specialize in courtroom advocacy and litigation, drafting legal pleas, giving
expert legal opinions and researching the theory and history of law. They are responsible for pre-
senting cases in court, arguing legal points and cross-examining witnesses. A barrister wears a
wig and gown in Court.

Barristers have to follow certain rules and regulations when practising, as outlined in the Bar
Standards Board (BSB) Handbook. The rules cover what is expected of barristers, including their
core duties, which features a list of the most important things a barrister should and should not
do.

Equally, the rules cover how barristers should conduct themselves, what they can do when carry-
ing out their work, and how they will be disciplined should they break code of conduct rules.

What Does a Solicitor Do?

A solicitor represents and defends the legal interests of clients and can provide legal counsel in
many situations. For example:



Protecting the rights of an individual, making sure they are fairly treated by public or private or-
ganizations

Helping businesses with personal transactions
Supporting people with civil litigation
Advising individuals going through a divorce
Dealing with immigration and asylum cases
The work of a solicitor can be divided into:

Contentious legal work: which involves helping to settle disputes between two or more parties
—typically in a Court or tribunal.

Non-contentious legal work: which can involve handling the legal requirements of a client’s
business or personal matter. For example, managing a company merger or drafting a will.

The duties of a solicitor can include, but are not limited to:

Liaising with clients and other legal professionals, including barristers
Researching cases and legislation

Drafting letters, contracts and legal documents

Representing clients in Court or at tribunals

What Does a Barrister Do?

A barrister is often hired by a solicitor to represent a case in Court. Barristers only get involved
in a legal case when appearing before Court is necessary. A barrister pleads a case on behalf of a
client and the client’s solicitor.

The role of a barrister is to specialize in Court advocacy and be an independent source of legal
advice for clients. Most barristers are self-employed and working in chambers, but also work for
government departments such as the Crown Prosecution Service or the Government Legal Pro-
fession.

Employed barristers tend to work for private organizations, such as the in-house legal depart-
ments of charities and companies. At a more senior level, an employed barrister could be in-
volved in the development of legal policy and strategy.

Many barristers specialize in one area of law, although some may have a more general practice
covering a wide range of legal disciplines. The duties of a barrister depend on a range of factors,
including the area of practice, but the key role of a barrister is to solve problems and resolve dis-
putes.

The duties of a barrister can include, but are not limited to:
Understanding and interpreting the law

Taking instruction from clients and solicitors

Undertaking legal research

Writing opinions, advising solicitors and other professionals



Preparing cases for court, including holding client conferences and drafting legal arguments
Advising clients on matters of law and the strength of their case

Representing clients and presenting arguments in Court

Examining and cross-examining witnesses

Summing up reasons why a jury and judge should support a client’s case

Negotiating settlements

A barrister’s area of practice will determine the nature of their duties. For example:

A criminal barrister can expect to be involved in more courtroom advocacy work

Family barristers could be representing clients in Court over a divorce case

Barristers practising commercial law are likely to appear in Court a lot less and spend more time
undertaking drafting and advisory work

Differences Between Solicitor and Barrister Training

Following the completion of a qualifying law degree, or a non-law degree and a law conversion
course, such as the GDL, you need to make the decision as to whether you wish to practise as a
solicitor or barrister because this is where the road splits.

Solicitor Training

To qualify as a solicitor in England and Wales, you will have to take the Solicitors Qualifying
Exam (SQE). Previously, aspiring solicitors would have passed the LPC — and you may still be
able to choose between the two.

First, you must obtain a qualifying law degree (this could be an LLB at university, or a non-law
degree at university followed by the PGDL conversion course). Note that this is also possible
without going to university — via a solicitor apprenticeship (most commonly the Level 7 appren-
ticeship after A-Levels), a relatively new offering.

Candidates then take the SQE exams (SQEl and SQE2), and finally must gain two years
of QWE (qualifying work experience), which can now be obtained at any point throughout the
process. Throughout this process, aspiring solicitors will usually be searching for training con-
tracts — essentially a scholarship from a law firm paying for your law school costs with a promise
of work experience attached. These are typically available from around the second year of uni-
versity onwards. If secured after starting law school, the firm may reimburse your costs.

It’s also possible to train as a solicitor via a paid solicitor apprenticeship if you have A-Levels.
An apprenticeship includes SQE1 and SQE2 assessments. Plus, an apprenticeship offers on-the-
job experience, which counts as QWE.

A graduate solicitor apprenticeship is an option if you already have a university degree.
Barrister Training

Barristers must complete a qualifying law degree (or, again, a non-law degree followed by a
conversion course like the PGDL), then complete the Bar Professional Training Course (BPTC).
No barrister apprenticeship routes currently exist.



Securing funding for law school as a barrister is often notoriously difficult in comparison to the
solicitor route, and many rely on scholarships from the law schools themselves (or sometimes
Inns of Courts) to get by. After completing the BPTC, graduates must secure ‘pupillage’ in a bar-
risters’ chambers, during which they gain practical experience and develop their skills. Finally,
they must be ‘called to the Bar’ by one of the four Inns of Court, which allows them to the quali-
ty and practice as a barrister.

To qualify as a barrister, you must complete three key areas of training:

Academic. You need at least a 2:2 undergraduate degree. If you graduated from a qualifying law
degree more than five years ago, or studied a non-law subject, you also need to complete the
GDL conversion.

Vocational. You must first join an Inns of Court and then complete the vocational component of
Bar Training.

Pupillage or work-based learning.
