History

The Ancient Greeks believed water contained the essence of life, and no Roman town was
complete without public baths. In many towns, such as Baden-Baden in Germany and Spa in
Belgium, "taking the waters" at natural springs has continued to the present day.

The pioneer of modern hydrotherapy was Sebastian Kneipp, a 19th-century Bavarian monk who
claimed that water could cure disease by improving the elimination of waste products. His
patients had hot and cold baths and compresses, foot baths, steam baths, site bath, showers and
wraps - all still used today.

Key Principles

Cold water is stimulating: it makes surface blood vessels constrict, restricting blood flow and
inhibiting the biochemical reactions that cause inflammation. It sends blood towards the internal
organs, helping them to function more efficiently.

Hot water is relaxing. It dilates blood vessels, reducing blood pressure, and increasing blood
flow to the skin and muscles, casing stiffness. The improved circulation boosts the immune
system, helps remove waste products from the body and sends more oxygen and nutrients into
the tissues to repair damage.

Some therapies use hot and cold water alternately. This is said to stimulate the hormonal system.
Treatments include: High-powered jets — hot and cold water is directed at the back for two to
three minutes. This is said to stimulate the circulation and internal organs. Whirlpool baths —
immersing the body in pressurized bubbles for about 15 minutes. Site baths — two hip baths, one
with hot and one with cold water, are placed side by side and sat in alternately, with the feet in
the opposite bath.

Minerals such as Epsom or Dead Sea salts, or therapeutic herbs and oils may be added.

FIVE APPLES A DAY KEEP THE
CARDIAC SURGEON AWAY

Several apples a day - or any kind of fruit - will keep the cardiac surgeon away, researchers have
found.
Eating fresh fruit every day cuts the risk of dying from a heart attack by almost a quarter and
from a stroke by almost one third, a study has shown. Overall, those who ate fruit-daily increased
their life expectancy by 20 per cent compared with those who ate fruit less frequently.
The findings of the study of 11,000 people, who were followed for 17 years, adds to evidence
that regular consumption of fruit helps to prevent cancer. At least five items, such as an apple or
orange, a day are recommended. Phytochemicals in the fruit are known to alter almost every
stage in the development of cancer but the mechanism by which it affects heart disease is less
well understood.
The results of the study, published in the British Medical Journal, were unexpected. Dr. Timothy
Key and colleagues at the Imperial Cancer Research Fund's epidemiology unit at Radcliffe
Infirmary, Oxford, who started the study in the 1970s, say they had expected to find that heart
disease rates were lowest in those who ate a high fiber or vegetarian diet. Although these diets
were associated with lower heart disease rates, daily consumption of fruit had a much bigger
impact.
Matthew Gillman, assistant professor at Harvard Medical School, Boston, Massachusetts, says in
a commentary in the BMJ that the challenge now is to increase consumption of fruit and
vegetables among children. Professor Gillman says national strategies are now required to
promote the "five a day" target.

Human Resource Management
"Motivation: Reward system and the role of compensation”
The design and management of reward systems present the general manager with one of the most
difficult HRM tasks. This HRM policy area contains the greatest contradictions between the
promise of theory and the reality of implementation. Consequently, organizations sometimes go
through cycles of innovation and hope as reward systems are developed, followed by
disillusionment as these reward systems fail to deliver.
Rewards and employee satisfaction
Gaining an employee's satisfaction with me rewards given is not a simple matter. Rather, it is a
function of several factors that organizations must learn to manage:
1. The individual's satisfaction with rewards is, in part, related to what is expected and how much
is received. Feelings of satisfaction or dissatisfaction arise when individuals compare their input
- job skills, education, effort, and performance - to output - the mix of extrinsic and intrinsic
rewards they receive.
2. Employee satisfaction is also affected by comparisons with other people in similar jobs and
organizations. In effect, employees compare their own input/output ratio with that of others.
People vary considerably in how they weigh various inputs in mat comparison. They tend to
weigh their strong points more heavily, such as certain skills or a recent incident of effective
performance. Individuals also tend to overrate their own performance compared with the rating
they receive from their supervisors. The problem of unrealistic self-rating exists partly because
supervisors in most organizations do not communicate a candid evaluation of their subordinates'
performance to them. Such candid communication to subordinates, unless done skillfully,
seriously risks damaging their self-esteem. The bigger dilemma, however, is that failure by
managers to communicate a candid appraisal of performance makes it difficult for employees to
develop a realistic view of their own performance, thus increasing the possibility of
dissatisfaction with the pay they are receiving.
3. Employees often misperceive the rewards of others; their misperception can cause the
employees to become dissatisfied. Evidence shows that individuals tend to overestimate the pay
of fellow workers doing similar jobs and to underestimate their performance (a defense of self-
esteem-building mechanism). Misperceptions of the performance and rewards of others also
occur because organizations do not generally make available accurate information about the
salary or performance of others.
4. Finally, overall satisfaction results from a mix of rewards rather than from any single reward.
The evidence suggests that intrinsic rewards and extrinsic rewards are both important and that
they cannot be directly substituted by each other. Employees who are paid well for repetitious,
boring work will be dissatisfied with the lack of intrinsic rewards, just as employees paid poorly
for interesting, challenging work may be dissatisfied with extrinsic rewards.



Rewards and motivation

From the organization's point of view, rewards are intended to motivate certain behaviors. But
under what conditions will rewards actually motivate employees? To be useful, rewards must be
seen as timely and tied to effective performance.

One theory suggests that the following conditions are necessary for employee motivation

1. Employees must believe effective performance (or certain specified behavior) will lead to
certain rewards. For example, attaining certain results will lead to a bonus or approval from
others.

2. Employees must feel that the rewards offered are attractive. Some employees may desire
promotions because they seek power, but others may want a fringe benefit, such as a pension,
because they are older and want retirement security.

3. Employees must believe a certain level of individual effort will lead to achieving the
corporation's standards of performance.

As indicated, motivation to exert effort is triggered by the prospect of desired rewards: money,
recognition, promotion, and so forth. If effort leads to performance and performance leads to
desired rewards, the employee is satisfied and motivated to perform again.

As mentioned above, rewards fall into two categories: extrinsic and intrinsic. Extrinsic rewards
come from the organization as money, perquisites, or promotions or from supervisors and
coworkers as recognition. Intrinsic rewards accrue from performing the task itself, and may
include the satisfaction of accomplishment or a sense of influence. The process of work and the
individual's response to it provide the intrinsic rewards. But the organization seeking to increase
intrinsic rewards must provide a work environment that allows these satisfactions to occur,
therefore, more organizations are redesigning work and delegating responsibility to enhance
employee involvement.

Language

To presume to define language adequately would be folly. Linguists and philologists have been
trying for centuries to define the term. A definition is really a condensed version of a theory, and
a theory is simply - or not so simply -an extended definition. Yet second language teachers
clearly need to know generally what sort of entity they are dealing with and how the particular
language they are teaching fits into that entity.
Suppose you were stopped by a reporter on the street and in the course of an interview about
your vocational choice you were asked: "Well, since you are a foreign language teacher, would
you define language in a sentence or two?' Nonplussed, you would no doubt dig deep into your
memory for a typical dictionary-type definition of language. Such definitions, if pursued
seriously, could lead to a lexicographer's wild-goose chase, but they also can reflect a reasonably
coherent synopsis of current understanding of just what it is that linguists are trying to study.
Common definitions found in introductory textbooks on linguistics include the concepts of (1)
the generativity or creativity of language, (2) the presumed primacy of speech over writing, and
(3) the universality of language among human beings.
Many of the significant characteristics of language are capsulized in these definitions. Some of
the controversies about the nature of language are also illustrated through the limitations that are
implied in certain definitions.
A consolidation of the definitions of language yields the following composite definition.
1. Language is systematic and generative.
2. Language is a set of arbitrary symbols.



3. Those symbols are primarily vocal, but may also be visual.

4. The symbols have conventionalized meanings to which they refer.

5. Language is used for communication.

6. Language operates in a speech community or culture.

7. Language is essentially human, although possibly not limited to humans.

8. Language is acquired by all people in much the same way - language and language learning
both have universal characteristics.

These eight statements provide a reasonable concise 'twenty-five-words-or- less' definition of
language. But the simplicity of the eightfold definition should not be allowed to mask the
sophistication of linguistic endeavor underlying each concept

Enormous fields and subfields, year-long university courses, are suggested in each of the eight
categories. Consider some of these possible areas:

1. Explicit and formal accounts of the system of language on several possible levels (most
commonly syntactic, semantic, and phonological).

2. The symbolic nature of language; the relationship between language and reality; the
philosophy of language; the history of language.

3. Phonetics; phonology, writing systems; kinesics, proxemics, and other 'paralinguistic' features
of language.

4. Semantics; language and cognition; psycholinguistics.

5. Communication systems; speaker-hearer interaction; sentence processing.

6. Dialectology; sociolinguistics; language and culture; bilingualism and second language
acquisition.

7. Human language and nonhuman communication; the physiology of language.

8. Language universals; first language acquisition.

Serious and extensive thinking about these eight topics involves a mind- boggling journey
through a labyrinth of linguistic science - a maze that has yet to be mastered.
