Oriental origins of Russian doll Matryoshka

The world-famous Russian nestling doll was inspired by a Japanese figurine.

The matryoshka nestling doll is arguably the most popular Russian souvenir toy,
representing its country alongside lapti (rustic birch-dark shoes), vodka, blini, caviar, and banya
(the local variety of sauna). Its onion-like structure is a nice metaphor for the mysterious Russian
soul, with each next layer holding surprises in store.

The Russian matryoshka traces its history, back to 1891 when a guest to Abramtsevo (an
estate outside Moscow that was owned by the Mamontovs, a Russian dynasty of industrialists
famous for their patronizing efforts ) brought along a wooden figurine from the Honshu island. It
was fashioned as a nestling doll, with four smaller replicas inside. Those figurines represented
Daruma, the Japanese deity of fortune.

The Abramtsevo estate was home to a society of painters united by the idea of reviving
traditional Russian arts. Legend has it that as Sergei Malyutin, one of the Abramtsevo regulars,
was holding a painted Russian Easter egg and Japanese Daruma figurine, an original idea occurred
to him. He hastily drew a doll silhouette on a scrap of paper, then several more... A wooden figure
shaped to those designs turned, under the artist’s brush, into a rosy-cheeked girl, dressed in a
sarafan and a shawl and holding a black rooster in her hands. There were seven smaller figures
inside, with the eighth and tiniest representing a swaddled baby. As the doll was introduced to the
public, someone said, “Look! She’s a real Matryona!” That was how the doll got its name, the
diminutive matryoshka.

It did not take the immigrant doll too long to take root in Russia. After only nine years of its
life here, matryoshka was awarded a gold medal at the Paris Expo of 1890, as an original Russian
toy. The tremendous success at the Paris show prompted a matryoshka boom throughout Western
Europe. Artisan companies then mushroomed in Russia to satisfy the growing foreign demand.

The first matryoshka-oriented workshops appeared in Sergiev Posad, a major Russian icon-
painting centre outside Moscow. In keeping with the cannon law women did the faces. The



matryoshka was no cheap toy, but the demand kept growing. In the 1890s, several German
companies began to imitate matryoshkas, passing their products off as the real thing.

DRESSING FOR BUSINESS

Simon Harris, a senior executive in the London brunch of the computer firm Samex Systems,
regularly arrives at work wearing jeans, trainers and a colorful pullover. His secretary, Martine, is
often dressed in a bright yellow T-shirt and designer jeans. Samex System recently decided to
allow its 1,500 employees to leave then pin-stripe suits and smart frocks in the wardrobe and to
wear casual clothes at work.

Samex’s Human Resources Director, Norma Leaman is responsible for introducing the new
policy. “I travel quite a lot to the USA. Many of the companies I visit there no longer have strict
dress codes. In fact, many employees wear practically what they like."

Norma decided to introduce casual dress as an experiment in the company. “We started
off by allowing people to dress in a more relaxed way once a week. Then we extended it to two
days a week. Now most employees can wear more relaxed dress when they like.”

There are, of course, still some rules. Dirty or untidy clothes are not allowed. Male
employees are told not to wear earrings at work. And for some people there is still a dress code.
Sales staffs do not go out on visit wearing jeans. Overseas visitors - especially if they come from
the Far East - are not welcomed by executives in Bermuda shorts and beach shirts.



The fashion for casual dress at work started on the west coast of the United States. American
hi-tech companies found that younger employees were happier with a less formal style. “In the
information technology industry the division between office and home is not very important,” says
consultant Luis Rodriguez. “Many people work at home wearing the clothes they feel most relaxed
in. When they are in the office, they just don’t see the need to dress very formally.” Rodriguez has
carried out a survey on dress among 700 US companies. “We found that about 70% of companies
allowed employees to wear casual clothes on some occasions.” There are a number of explanations
for the more relaxed modem style, according to Rodriguez. “Companies with a higher proportion
of women employees tend to be more relaxed about dress codes.”

It is also significant that there are many younger people in position of power. “You now find
senior managers in their early thirties or even younger. They just don’t want to dress like their
grandfather did.”

Even the most traditional companies have been caught up the new fashion. Take MFD
Securities, a City of London investment firm. For many years executives had to wear white shirts,
dark suits and ties. Now they are allowed to wear more casual jackets and trousers. Jeans, however,
are not allowed. “Our customers are getting younger and younger,” says MFD spokesperson Jan
Martin. “Often they are happier dealing with someone of their own age and background. And that
means dressing in a more formal way.”

However, not all companies are following the trend. A junior executive in a Paris bank
recently arrived at work to find four brand new white shirts on his desk. This was his company’s
way of saying that blue and yellow striped shirts were not acceptable.

Color Psychology
One of the most striking results concerning color connotations and color mood associations is its
consistency cross-culturally from one individual to another and group to group. The great
number of studies comparing human subjects worldwide, such as men to women, children to
adults, laymen to architects, and even monkeys to humans show that color is an international
visual language understood by all.

The impression of a color and the message it conveys is of utmost importance in creating the
psychological mood or ambiance that supports the function of a space. A classroom has a
different function than a hospital patient room; an office space is not a production line, etc.

To mention a few examples concerning colors and what they convey:

Pastel yellow gives the impression of sunny, friendly, soft. The message in the interior space is
stimulating, brightness, coziness.

Red is arousing, passionate, provocative, fiery and aggressive. The message in the interior is
aggressive, advancing and dominant.

Green is balancing, natural, calm with the message of simplicity, security, balance.

White expresses open, vast, neutral and sterile. The message being purity, sterile, emptiness,
indecisiveness.

Obviously this is a very small example since all colors change their character when modified in
their lightness factor (light to dark) and saturation.
