DRESSING FOR BUSINESS



Simon Harris, a senior executive in the London branch of the computer firm Samex
Systems, regularly arrives at work wearing jeans, trainers and a colorful pullover. His secretary,
Martine, is often dressed in a bright yellow T-shirt and designer jeans. Samex System recently
decided to allow its 1,500 employees to leave their pin-stripe suits and smart frocks in the
wardrobe and to wear casual clothes at work.

The fashion for casual dress at work started on the west coast of the United States.
American hi-tech companies found that younger employees were happier with a less formal
style. “In the information technology industry the division between office and home is not very
important,” says consultant Luis Rodriguez.

It is also significant that there are many younger people in position of power. “You now
find senior managers in their early thirties or even younger. They just don’t want to dress like
their grandfather did. ”Even the most traditional companies have been caught up the new
fashion. Take MFD Securities, a City of London investment firm. For many years executives had
to wear white shirts, dark suits and ties. Now they are allowed to wear more casual jackets and
trousers. Jeans, however, are not allowed. “Our customers are getting younger and younger,”
says MFD spokesperson Jan Martin. “Often they are happier dealing with someone of their own
age and background. And that means dressing in a more informal way.” However, not all
companies are following the trend. A junior executive in a Paris bank recently arrived at work to
find four brand new white shirts on his desk. This was his company’s way of saying that blue
and yellow striped shirts were not acceptable.

What is Public Policy?



In general usage, the term policy designates the behavior of some actor or set of actors,
such as an official, a governmental agency, or a legislature, in an area of activity such as public
transportation or consumer protection. Public policy also may be viewed as whatever
governments choose to do or not to do. Such definitions may be adequate for ordinary discourse,
but because we set out in this book to do a systematic analysis of public policy, a more precise
definition or concept is needed to structure our thinking and to facilitate effective communication
with one another.

The literature of political science contains many definitions of public policy. Sooner or
later, it seems, almost everyone who writes about public policy yields to the urge to offer a
definition, and does so with greater or less success in the eyes of critics. | will note a few such
definitions here and remark upon their utility for analysis. To be really useful and to facilitate
communication and understanding, an operational definition or concept (I use these two words
somewhat interchangeably) should indicate the essential characteristics or features of the matter
being defined or conceptualized.

One definition holds that public policy, — broadly definedl, is — the relationship of a
governmental unit to its environment. Such a definition is so broad as to leave most students
uncertain of its meaning; it could encompass almost anything. Another states that —public
policy is whatever governments choose to do or not to dol. Roughly accurate, this definition does
not adequately recognize that what governments decide to do and what they actually do may
diverge. Moreover, it could be taken to include such actions as routine personnel appointments
or grants of driver’s licenses, which are not usually thought of as policy matters. Professor
Richard Rose suggests that policy be considered - a long series of more-or-less related activitiesl|
and their consequences for those concerned, rather than as a discrete decision. Although
somewhat ambiguous, his definition does embody the useful notion that policy is a course of
pattern of activity and not simply a decision to do something. Finally, political scientist Carl J.
Friedrich regards policy as “a proposed course of action of a person, group, or government
within a given environment providing obstacles and opportunities which the policy was proposed
to utilize and overcome in an effort to reach a goal or realize an objective or a purpose.” To the
notion of policy as a course of action, Friedrich adds the requirement that policy is directed
toward accomplishing some purpose or goal. Although the purpose or goal of governmental
actions may not always be easy to discern, the idea that policy involves purposive behavior
seems a necessary part of its definition. Policy, however, should designate what is actually done
rather than what is merely proposed in the way of action on some matter.

The Theory

Gestalt psychology is based on the observation that we often experience things that are
not a part of our simple sensations. The original observation was Wertheim-er's, when he noted
that we perceive motion where there is nothing more than a rapid sequence of individual sensory
events. This is what he saw in the toy stroboscope he bought at the Frankfurt train station, and
what he saw in his laboratory when he experimented with lights flashing in rapid succession. The
effect is called the phi phenomenon, and it is actually the basic principle of motion pictures.

If we see what is not there, what is it that we are seeing? You could call it an illusion, but
its not an hallucination. Wetheimer explained that you are seeing an effect of the whole event,
not contained in the sum of the parts. We see a coursing string of lights, even though only one
light lights at a time, because the whole event contains relationships among the individual lights
that we experience as well.

Furthermore, say the Gestalt psychologists, we are built to experience the structured
whole as well as the individual sensations. And not only do we have the ability to do so, we have



a strong tendency to do so. We even add structure to events which do not have gestalt structural
qualities.

In perception, there are many organizing principles called gestalt laws. The most general
version is called the law of pragnanz. Pragnanz is German for pregnant, but in the sense of
pregnant with meaning, rather than pregnant with child. This law says that we are innately driven
to experience things in as good a gestalt as possible. «Good» can mean many things here, such a
regular, orderly, simplicity, symmetry, and so on, which then refer to specific gestalt laws.

For example, a set of dots outlining the shape of a star is likely to be perceived as a star, not as a
set of dots.
