Text 1
Nation and nationalism

A nation is a unified territorial state with a political system that governs the whole society. A
nation may be very large with several political subdivisions — such as the United States, China,
Canada, or Australia — or it may be a small unit like the city-state of Singapore. A nation need
not consist of a single, continuous geographical unit. The Philippines and Indonesia, for
example, are made up of thousands of islands. Some nations consist almost entirely of a single
ethnic group: Denmark, Norway, Sweden, and Iceland are examples. Others — such as the
United States and Canada — contain great ethnic diversity. In parts of Africa and India there are
many tribes or ethnic divisions, and many languages and dialects are spoken. Just as students
may have school spirit, so too may citizens have feelings of attachment, loyalty, and commitment
to their country.

For many, nationalism is the highest loyalty. It makes no difference if the nation is made up of
one or of many ethnic groups. The attachment called nationalism, or patriotism, can be equally
intense. Underlying this attachment is the natural human desire to belong to a society. As the
nation is the most common political structure in the modern world, so nationalism is the most
potent force. In the 20th century it proved far more powerful than religious ties or such
ideologies as Communism or socialism. When a choice between adherence to an ideology or
religion and loyalty to a nation has been required, the latter has normally won. Living as a citizen
of a nation today is taken so much for granted that it is difficult to imagine alternatives, but in




fact the nation and nationalism are fairly recent developments. Both emerged toward the end of
the 18th century, though the growth that made them possible had long been in process. The
American and French revolutions were the first striking manifestations of nationalism, and both
happened within a short span of time. Previously people did not give their loyalties to a nation-
state but to other forms of political organization: tribes, city-states, religious groups, kings, or
nobles.

For much of the ancient period, the Roman Empire was the all-embracing political system. After
its fall the Western world became a civilization bound together by loyalties to either the Roman
Catholic or Eastern Orthodox churches. In the Middle East and North Africa, the religion of
Islam claimed the allegiance of most people. The emergence of national feeling was encouraged
in the early years of the modern period (about 1500) by the establishment of absolute monarchies
that pushed aside the religious and social allegiances of the Middle Ages.

The Reformation destroyed the religious unity of Europe, and states became increasingly
secularized. The growth of commerce and industry demanded larger territorial units with strong
government in order to allow economies to develop in a dynamic way. With the centralization of
political power came the new theories about the rights of individuals and the sovereignty of the
people. During the 19th century nationalism spread throughout Europe and Latin America.
Germany and Italy became unified nations. In Latin America, anticolonial revolutions broke the
bonds with Spain and Portugal. In the 20th century, anticolonialism was the moving force behind
nationalistic movements in Asia and Africa.

After World War Il campaigns for self-determination succeeded more easily. By the 1990s there
were more than 185 separate nations in the world.

A New York Restaurant Helps Feed the Needy

Natalia Mendez is doing what she does best: cooking.
She is the owner of La Morada, a Mexican restaurant in New York City. Every day, delicious
smells flow out into the street from the small restaurant.
The Mendez family opened La Morada in 2009. The award-winning restaurant is famous for
traditional meals from the Oaxaca area of Mexico. Now its fame is increasing for another reason:
La Morada is providing free food to needy people in the city.
About 650 free meals a day are produced in the restaurant, along with the food ordered by
paying customers. Many of the people who receive the free food are older adults and disabled
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people. They cannot cook at their homes. Others have lost jobs and earnings because of the
health crisis.

“A lot of people are out of work,” says Maribel Baez, a local who is among the unemployed.
“They don’t have food to feed their kids. So, this is a helping hand for everybody,” she added.

La Morada is in the Bronx, a poorer area of New York and home to many undocumented people.
The health crisis has been especially severe there. The COVID-19 virus even spread among
members of the Mendez family. They had closed their restaurant for a month to recover.

So, the family knows personally the pain and economic difficulties that the pandemic
causes. And the experience led them to take action.

The Mendez’ began the free food program after saving their business through donations gathered
through online crowdfunding. Owner Natalia said she wants her food to help keep people
healthy. She notes that doctors advise people to keep a safe distance, wear a mask and wash your
hands.

“What I’'m trying to do by preparing these healthy meals is to heal from the inside,” she
explained.

An organization called Neighborhood Benches gets the meals to people who have lost their jobs.
Phil lives in a government housing project. He praises La Morada’s food program.

“A lot of people need this. They ain’t working right now, this comes in handy. Everything
counts. Every time | come from work, | see them out here, feeding the projects - that’s definitely
a good thing. A great thing...,” he said.

La Morada’s free meals program quickly grew popular when it opened in April. People lined up
for food immediately.

Marco Saavedra, Mendez’s son, runs the restaurant.

“The first day we reopened, we made huge batches of soup and we gave it all out within the span
of an hour. So, we just knew the demand was there, too.”

Marco and his sister Yajaira moved to the United States as children. Their parents entered the
country without permission. They never got the legal right to live in the U.S. or the right to work
there. Thanks to a program called Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals program, or DACA,
they will not be deported, or expelled.

At the entrance to La Morada, a sign reads, “‘No Deportations.” The message “Refugees
Welcome™ is painted on the door.

Natalia Mendez says undocumented people in the U.S. are largely defenseless in the face of the
pandemic.

“We don’t get any help from the government; there isn’t a check that can assist or anything on
the way that brings help quickly. As a community, we only have each other,” she said.
