Retro brands retooled

When you stand before the urbane facade of the Gucci store in Milan’s Galleria Vittorio
Emanuele Il — a 19th-century shopping arcade that is as far from a suburban mall as it is possible
to imagine — words like ‘melodrama’ and ‘bloodshed’ don’t exactly leap to mind. But as part of
the brand royal family, Gucci has grabbed more than its fair share of headlines.

Along with Burberry, Gucci is probably the finest example of image turnaround in the
history of fashion. So revered is the story of its reinvention that ‘doing a Gucci’ has become a
stock phrase, whispered like a mantra by all those trying to resurrect a designer relic. After Gucci’s
success, everyone assumes they can take a half-forgotten label and bring it up to date in a cool,
iconoclastic kind of way. Unfortunately, not everyone is Tom Ford.

The story began in 1922, when Guccio Gucci opened a company making upmarket baggage
in Florence. Legend has it that the young Gucci had spent several months working at the Savoy
hotel in London, where he noticed a nascent market of rich globetrotters, and correctly assumed
they would be keen purchasers of luxury luggage and accessories. Italy’s leather-goods savoir-
faire and its instinctive adoption of family businesses favoured the growth of Gucci’s empire, and
Guccio soon had outposts in Rome and Milan.



In the 1950s, Guccio’s son Aldo opened a boutique in New Y ork — which was to be followed
over time by branches in London, Tokyo, Hong Kong, and Paris. Rather like Hermes, Gucci
profited from post-war consumer culture and the new marketing techniques that were being
developed alongside it. The brand’s iconic bamboo-handled bag, the 0063, appeared in 1957 and
was quickly adopted by the likes of Jackie Kennedy and Liz Taylor. Gucci loafers found their way
on to the feet of John Wayne. In 1964, the company produced a silk scarf in homage to Grace
Kelly, which she wore in the presence of the paparazzi.

DRESSING FOR BUSINESS

Simon Harris, a senior executive in the London brunch of the computer firm Samex Systems,
regularly arrives at work wearing jeans, trainers and a colorful pullover. His secretary, Martine, is
often dressed in a bright yellow T-shirt and designer jeans. Samex System recently decided to
allow its 1,500 employees to leave then pin-stripe suits and smart frocks in the wardrobe and to
wear casual clothes at work.

Samex’s Human Resources Director, Norma Leaman is responsible for introducing the new
policy. “I travel quite a lot to the USA. Many of the companies I visit there no longer have strict
dress codes. In fact, many employees wear practically what they like."

Norma decided to introduce casual dress as an experiment in the company. “We started
off by allowing people to dress in a more relaxed way once a week. Then we extended it to two
days a week. Now most employees can wear more relaxed dress when they like.”

There are, of course, still some rules. Dirty or untidy clothes are not allowed. Male
employees are told not to wear earrings at work. And for some people there is still a dress code.



Sales staffs do not go out on visit wearing jeans. Overseas visitors - especially if they come from
the Far East - are not welcomed by executives in Bermuda shorts and beach shirts.

The fashion for casual dress at work started on the west coast of the United States. American
hi-tech companies found that younger employees were happier with a less formal style. “In the
information technology industry the division between office and home is not very important,” says
consultant Luis Rodriguez. “Many people work at home wearing the clothes they feel most relaxed
in. When they are in the office, they just don’t see the need to dress very formally.” Rodriguez has
carried out a survey on dress among 700 US companies. “We found that about 70% of companies
allowed employees to wear casual clothes on some occasions.” There are a number of explanations
for the more relaxed modem style, according to Rodriguez. “Companies with a higher proportion
of women employees tend to be more relaxed about dress codes.”

It is also significant that there are many younger people in position of power. “You now find
senior managers in their early thirties or even younger. They just don’t want to dress like their
grandfather did.”

Even the most traditional companies have been caught up the new fashion. Take MFD
Securities, a City of London investment firm. For many years executives had to wear white shirts,
dark suits and ties. Now they are allowed to wear more casual jackets and trousers. Jeans, however,
are not allowed. “Our customers are getting younger and younger,” says MFD spokesperson Jan
Martin. “Often they are happier dealing with someone of their own age and background. And that
means dressing in a more formal way.”

However, not all companies are following the trend. A junior executive in a Paris bank
recently arrived at work to find four brand new white shirts on his desk. This was his company’s
way of saying that blue and yellow striped shirts were not acceptable.

CLOTHING&IEWELLERY

One of the less cloudy areas when it comes to the lives of women in the Viking Age is
their clothing and jewelry.

Courtesy of burials and their accompanying grave goods, we know that most women seem to
have worn outfits comprised of two or three layers, the first of which being a linen or woolen
sleeved shirt or underdress fastened at the neck with a small disc brooch and sometimes pleated
there, too.

On top of this, a strapped gown or overdress was worn, made of a rectangular piece of
usually wool which was wrapped around the body and held up by shoulder straps which at the
front of the dress were pinned down by two oval brooches.

These oval brooches, also known as tortoise brooches, are typical for Viking Age material
culture, and when one finds such brooches in graves, a Scandinavian link is usually present. They
varied hugely in style; more than 50 styles have been identified, and, as Neil Price explains, "the
differences may reflect changes in fashion, but it is more likely this enormous diversity shows an
arcane language of class and regional affiliation we can no longer understand.” Alternatively, box
brooches could also be used to fasten shawls and the likes. Both types of brooches were usually
made of bronze and adorned with knotted patterns.

The types of textiles held in place by them could vary greatly too, from simple domestic wool
to fine oriental silk in trading hubs such as Birka in Sweden, where, interestingly, the varying
qualities of cloth were often present in one and the same (rich) grave. Besides these practical items,
women in the Viking Age also wore necklaces, arm rings, and trefoil buckles (and trefoil brooches,

made up of three ‘arms’ poking out, embellished with knotwork and/or filigree). Beads are also
commonly found in their graves.
