Hobbes and Spinoza on Obligation

BBINIOJIHCHUSA



The difference between Hobbes and Spinoza on right bears directly on their distinct accounts of
obligation. Hobbes thinks that we incur binding obligations when we make pledges under the
appropriate conditions. By contrast, Spinoza maintains that “the validity of an agreement rests on
its utility, without which the agreement automatically becomes null and void”. To demand
otherwise would be absurd, since men are bound by nature to choose what appears to be the
greater good or lesser evil. We are bound by nature to act on our strongest interest and cannot be
obligated by previous agreements to break this inviolable psychological law of nature.

By adhering to a strict naturalism about right and obligation and maintaining that “the sovereign
power in a State has right over a subject only in proportion to the excess of its power over that of
a subject” (Epistle 50), Spinoza, unlike Hobbes, places the burden of political stability on the
sovereign rather than the subject. The commonwealth must be structured so as to promote
compliance; when there is excessive vice or non-compliance, the blame must be “laid at the door
of the commonwealth”. So, whereas Hobbes argues that the sovereign is always vested with
nearly absolute legislative authority, Spinoza claims that “since the right of a commonwealth is
determined by the collective power of a people, the greater the number of subjects who are given
cause by a commonwealth to join in conspiracy against it, the more must its power and right be
diminished”. If a sovereign is to maintain its right, it must legislate wisely, so as not to incite
insurrection. So while Spinoza does not accord to the people a proper right of revolution, he
proposes a naturalistic equivalent, since the right of the state is essentially constituted, and
limited, by the power of the people.

Thus, when Spinoza points to the differences between his view of natural right and Hobbes’ in
his letter to Jelles, differences that might appear negligible to the casual reader, he is identifying
a significant distinction. Spinoza’s thoroughgoing naturalism leads him to reject the sharp
distinction that Hobbes draws between civil state—the product of artifice—and the state of
nature, along with the concomitant conception of obligation that arises with the inception of
the commonwealth. But given his naturalism and repudiation of rights and obligations as
traditionally understood, one might be left wondering how or whether Spinoza could offer a
normative political theory at all.

Separation of Powers and the Dissolution of Government

Locke claims that legitimate government is based on the idea of separation of powers. First and
foremost of these is the legislative power. Locke describes the legislative power as supreme in
having ultimate authority over “how the force for the commonwealth shall be employed”. The
legislature is still bound by the law of nature and much of what it does is set down laws that
further the goals of natural law and specify appropriate punishments for them. The executive
power is then charged with enforcing the law as it is applied in specific cases. Interestingly,
Locke’s third power is called the “federative power” and it consists of the right to act
internationally according to the law of nature. Since countries are still in the state of nature with
respect to each other, they must follow the dictates of natural law and can punish one another for
violations of that law in order to protect the rights of their citizens.

The fact that Locke does not mention the judicial power as a separate power becomes clearer if
we distinguish powers from institutions. Powers relate to functions. To have a power means that
there is a function (such as making the laws or enforcing the laws) that one may legitimately
perform. When Locke says that the legislative is supreme over the executive, he is not saying
that parliament is supreme over the king. Locke is simply affirming that “what can give laws to
another, must needs be superior to him”. Moreover, Locke thinks that it is possible for multiple
institutions to share the same power; for example, the legislative power in his day was shared by
the House of Commons, the House of Lords, and the King. Since all three needed to agree for
something to become law, all three are part of the legislative power . He also thinks that the
federative power and the executive power are normally placed in the hands of the executive, so it
IS possible for the same person to exercise more than one power. There is, therefore, no one-to-
one correspondence between powers and institutions.

Locke is not opposed to having distinct institutions called courts, but he does not see
interpretation as a distinct function or power. For Locke, legislation is primarily about
announcing a general rule stipulating what types of actions should receive what types of
punishments. The executive power is the power to make the judgments necessary to apply those
rules to specific cases and administer force as directed by the rule. Both of these actions involve
interpretation. Locke states that positive laws “are only so far right, as they are founded on the
law of nature, by which they are to be regulated and interpreted”. In other words, the executive
must interpret the laws in light of its understanding of natural law. Similarly, legislation involves
making the laws of nature more specific and determining how to apply them to particular
circumstances which also calls for interpreting natural law.

Absolutism

Although Hobbes offered some mild pragmatic grounds for preferring monarchy to other forms
of government, his main concern was to argue that effective government—whatever its form—
must have absolute authority. Its powers must be neither divided nor limited. The powers of
legislation, adjudication, enforcement, taxation, war-making are connected in such a way that a
loss of one may thwart effective exercise of the rest; for example, legislation without
interpretation and enforcement will not serve to regulate conduct. Only a government that
possesses all of what Hobbes terms the “essential rights of sovereignty” can be reliably effective,
since where partial sets of these rights are held by different bodies that disagree in their
judgments as to what is to be done, paralysis of effective government, or degeneration into a
civil war to settle their dispute, may occur.

Similarly, to impose limitation on the authority of the government is to invite irresoluble disputes
over whether it has overstepped those limits. If each person is to decide for herself whether the
government should be obeyed, factional disagreement—and war to settle the issue, or at least
paralysis of effective government—are quite possible. To refer resolution of the question to
some further authority, itself also limited and so open to challenge for overstepping its bounds,
would be to initiate an infinite regress of non-authoritative ‘authorities’. To refer it to a further
authority itself unlimited, would be just to relocate the seat of absolute sovereignty, a position
entirely consistent with Hobbes’s insistence on absolutism.
